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Site of the Great Hall of Governor’s Mansion

As the only existing Great Hall of Qing-Dynasty Governor's Mansion,
it was first built in 1467, the third year of Chenghua reign of
Emperor Xianzong of the Ming Dynasty, and then reconstructed

in 1666, the fifth year during the reign Emperor Kangxi of the

Qing Dynasty. The Pearl Spring, where the building is situated,

is the earliest of all famous springs of Jinan that are included in a
residential mansion.

The Great Hall remains intact, with its original Ming architectural
style. It is five-room wide and 16 meters deep, and has a saddle roof
with nine ridge and upward eaves. In front of the hall is a spacious
platform, and the entire structure looks magnificent. It has been
cited as the Excellent Historic Architecture in Shandong Province.

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Site of German Consulate

Constructed between 1906 and 1908, the consulate initially
occupied an area of about 1.3 hectares. Designed by Paul Friedrich
Richter, a German architect residing in Qingdao, it consists of two
roofed pavilions standing in the east and west respectively, and is
infused with a typical Nordic architectural style. A tranquil garden
connects the two pavilions together, where are growing dense
plants.

Site of Consulate General of Japan

First constructed in 1917, the consulate
general was ruined in warfare during the 5.30
Tragedy in 1928. It is a rectangular courtyard
comprised of official and residential mansions
and a garden. Initially, it was a villa-style
building complex, with its exteriors pasted
by yellow porcelain tiles, a vogue prevailing
amongst Japanese architectures at that time.
The round goldfish pond in the garden can be
traced back to 1917. Planted in the courtyard
are rare botanic species such as gingkoes and
white magnolias, of which cherry blossoms
add to the courtyard a Japanese touch.

After the founding of the People's Republic
of China, Chairman Mao stayed here during
his four inspection tours to Jinan. In addition,
many other high-ranking Chinese leaders
including Liu Shaogi, Chen Yi and Soong
Ching-ling ever lived here.

Built around 1920, it is also named Cai
Gongshi's Mansion. Facing north, the
German-style villa has floor areas of 800
square meters and features brick, stone and
wooden structure. So far, it has been listed
among the key cultural sites under special
protection in Shandong Province.
