Reading Material One: ADMIRALLTY NOTICES TO
MARINERS
General Information

Admiralty Notices to Mariners, Weekly Editions, contain in-
formation which enables the Mariner to keep his charts and books
published by the Hydrographic Department up-to-date for the latest
reports received. In addition to all Admiralty Notices, they include
all Australian and New Zealand chart correcting Notices, and select-
ed Temporary and Preliminary ones. Copies of all Australian and
New Zealand Notices can be obtained from Australian or New
Zealand chart agents.

The Notices are published in Weekly Editions, and are issued
by the Hydrographic Department on a daily basis to certain Admi-
ralty Chart Agents.

Weekly Editions can be obtained gratis, or despatched regular-
ly by service of air mail from Admiralty Chart Agents.

Ports and authorities who maintain copies of Admiralty Notices
to Mariners for consultation are listed in Annual Summary of Admi-
ralty Notices to Mariners.

Notices are numbered consecutively starting at the beginning of
each year with Admiralty, Australian and New Zealand Notices in
separate series. Weekly Editions are also consecutively numbered in
the same way. A

To maintain a complete set of effective Weekly Editions, they
should be retained until the next Annual Summary of Admiralty
Notices to Mariners is received. If, however. a long-standing edi-
tion of one of the volumes of Admiralty List of Lights is obtained
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and required to be corrected up-to-date, Weekly Editions dating
back as far as 18 months may be needed.

Overlay Correction Tracings are used extensively by HM (Her
Majesty) Ships, Admiralty Chart Depots and Chart Agents which
stock charts corrected to date. v

The tracings show graphically the precise correction required to
each chart by a Notice, and enable positions to be pricked through
onto the chart. Copies of the tracings are reprinted by the British
Nautical Instrument Trade Association and can be purchased
through Admiralty Chart Agents.

When using these tracings the text of the printed Notice must
invariably be consulted.

Contents of Weekly Editions

Section I. Explanatory Notes. Indexes to Section II. This sec-
tion contains notes and advice on the use and correction of charts
and publications, followed by Index of Notices and Chart Folios,
Index of Charts Affected and Geographical Index.

Section II. Admiralty Notices to Mariners-Corrections to
Charts. A Notice headed ‘Admiralty Publications’, at the begin-
ning of the Section, lists New Charts and New Editions published,
and any charts withdrawn, during the week, as well as any charts
affected by these changes. The publication of New Charts or New
Editions, or withdrawals, scheduled to take place in the near fu-
ture, are also announced in this Notice.

The publication of Supplemenis to Admiralty Sailing Direc-
tions, or new editions of the volumes of Admiralty Sailing Direc-
tions, Admiralty List of Lights, Admiralty List of Radio Signals,
Admiralty Tide Tables, or other publications is announced in No-
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
