Apart from having expanded the scale, we have
also invited an international curatorial team to present important
international artistic phenomena, viewpoints and focus with a global
vision by which to explore a way of bringing Chinese contemporary
art to an international level. Under the clashing theoretical and
practical circumstances, the emphasis of this exhibition recognizes
the differences while paying attention to the dynamic equilibrium
concealed behind these differences. Artists from different countries
showcase different genres of contemporary art, presenting diverse
artistic positions in the waves of globalization through vivid artistic
experiments.

After two and half years of meticulous preparation, the 2nd Today’s
Documents not only presents an overview of the current state of
Chinese contemporary art, but also foreshadows and predicts
the prospect of contemporary art through the creativity and
contemporaneity of the artworks exhibited. We hope this exhibition
offers new thinking to the international artistic scene.
