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Li has chosen rather to remain true to his own aesthetic
than to follow artistic fashion. He remains indepent of the
course of contemporary art and pursues his own artistic path.

In an age in which painting has grown increasingly
cerebral, it is a rare pleasure to fine an artist who is

unabashedly positive in his emotional response to the world.
