His architectural design team designed the
China Pavilion for 2010 Shanghai World Expo, the extension project for the Memorial Hall of the Victims in Nanjing
Massacre by Japanese Invaders, the Museum of Nanyue King Tomb of Westem Han Dynasty, Zijingang campus
of Zhejiang University and Macao University’ s new campus on Henggin Island, along with many other major
projects. He is the architect winning 13 awards, the most awards ever in history, on the architectural creation grand
awards appraisals to celebrating new China’ s 60" anniversary held by the Architectural Society of China.
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
