The Study of English

‘T began to learn English over a year ago. Though
I'm happy to say I’'m making a little progress, I still
have many difficult‘ies. English is by no means an easy
language, but all the same I find it very interesting.

When I first started, I thought I had only to
remember the new words and learn some grammar.
When I learned to say “I see a book on the desk”, and
“’m going to see a friend”, I thought the English
word “see” was just like the Chinese word “kan”. So
one day when a friend asked me, “What are you doing?”
I answered, “I'm seeing a book.” “That’s wrong,” my
friend told me. “You don’t see a book. You read a
book.”

Again
in English we say “take part in physical labour”, “attend
a meeting” and “join the ranks of the revolution”, while
in Chinese we can use “can jia” for all three. Interest-
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ing, isn’t it?

So to study English doesn’t only mean hard work,
it can be great fun, too! We not only have to pay
attention to pronunciation, grammar, spelling and
handwriting; we also bave to understand English
idioms. Only in that way can we learn English.

However, all this is only a beginning and I still
have a long way to go. I'm ready to do more hard
work. I must try to speak more English and listen to
more English. I must read and write more, too. I
must learn English well so that I can serve the people
better. :
