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1. Is body language communicative or informative? How about hand-shakes and facial
expressions? Can what you wear be communicative?

2. Are all gestures interpreted in the same way by all cultures? Is it possible to distinguish
intentional (i e. communicative) gestures from those that are unintentional? Or is the actual concept of
“intentional behavior” something that differs from one cultural group to another?

3. The psychologist Herbert Terrace, who worked with a chimpanzee named Nim to teach
him American body language for two years since 1973, concluded (1975) that the chimpanzee’s
use of sign language is not true language. Do you think so?

4. It is all accepted that language is essential to human beings but it is hard to specify what
makes human language advantageous over animal “languages”. So what makes human language
so complicated and flexible, so unrestrained by the immediate context and so capable of creating
new meanings, in a word, so distinctive from languages used by other species? What’s your
view?

5. Language competence is the ideal user’s knowledge of rules of his language, that is, of
its sound structure, its words and its grammatical rules. Language performance is the actual real-
ization of the ideal language user’s knowledge of the rules of his language in utterances. It
means the actual saying of something, the act of speech itself. Respectively, the former refers to
a language user’s underlying knowledge about the system of rules and the latter refers to the ac-
tual use of language in concrete situations. We can observe discrepancy between language com-
petence and language performance in normal language users. Language users all have intuitive
grasp of the rules of language; however, in actual use, they may not always observe the rules. In
contrast, children may not understand the rules, but they can use the language in a grammatical-
ly correct way.

6. Linguistics is generally defined as the scientific study of language. The word “language”
in this definition implies that linguistics studies not any particular language, but language in
general. The word “study” does not mean “learn” but “investigate” or “examine”. And the word
“scientific” refers to the way in which language is studied. A scientific study of language is
based on the systematic investigation of language data, and is conducted with reference to some
general theory of language structure. In studying language, the linguist first has to study language
facts, then he formulates some hypotheses about the language structure. But the hypotheses thus
formed have to be checked repeatedly against the observed facts so as to prove their validity.

The process of linguistic study is: first, certain linguistic facts are observed, and
generalizations are made about them; second, based on these generalizations, hypotheses are
formed to account for these facts; third, the hypotheses are tested by further observations; and

finally, a linguistic theory is constructed about what language is and how it works.
