Author's Preface

This is a book with an agenda. I want to show that Lexicography is an
important subject (not only in the area of language and linguistic stud-
ies), that the product of lexicography, the dictionary, is a valuable
resource (not only for language learning), and that it can benefit from
being scrutinised with the tools of Dictionary Research. Lexicography
and Dictionary Research have recently attracted much international
and interdisciplinary interest, and I am delighted to have the oppor-
tunity of documenting this in all its exciting diversity.

I would not have been able to write this book without the benefit of
a contact network that has arisen, often fortuitously but always benefici-
ally, from various developments at local, national, European and inter-
national levels. The conference I convened at Exeter in 1983 helped to
establish the European Association for Lexicography (EURALEX) and
the Dictonary Research Centre, which in turn have sparked off other
initiatives such as academic courses, meetings and publications. I have
had the fortune of witnessing the foundation of AFRILEX and ASIALEX,
acting as one of the editors of the ‘Lexicographica Series Maior’ and,
for the last three years, chairing a consortium concerned with the role
of dictionaries in foreign-language learning at European universities.

The structure of the book

I hope that through this book I will be able to capture the exciting
agenda of current lexicography and dictionary research, and convey it
to the reader.

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PREFACE

In Section I, which establishes the conceptual foundations, the distinc-
tion is introduced (in Chapter 1) between lexicographic practice and
lexicographic theory. These two are then interpreted in terms of dic-
tionary making (Chapter 2) and the role(s) of compiler, user, teacher
and researcher (Chapter 3), each with a number of subdivisions.

In Section II, the main branches of dictionary research are considered
as perspectives on the theory of lexicography. Chapter 4 documents
seven historical and six critical perspectives, Chapter 5 specifies six
structural perspectives and some aspects of dictionary typology in greater
detail, and Chapter 6 has more to say about six user perspectives.

In Section IIL, I look at eight sets of issues that have emerged for
more detailed treatment in dictionary research (Chapter 7), explore
various methods tried, including the notion of interdisciplinary collab-
oration (Chapter 8), and single out ten case studies (Chapter 9) in order
to encourage readers to carry out their own projects.

Resources is the overall heading for Section IV, concurrently avail-
able on the publisher’s web site. Here I provide relevant information
sources, particularly those in the form of web sites (in Chapter 10) and
offer a glossary of terms used in the text (Chapter 11). A comprehensive
Bibliography, subdivided into cited dictionaries and other references,
concludes the book. (In the case of dictionaries, full publication details
are given — including the names of compilers/editors where known — and
in the case of collections, the number of papers and authors assembled.)

Interspersed throughout the text of the chapters are 12 principles
and 8 tree diagrams to support the arguments. Chapters 1 to 9 also
include suggestions for further reading. As a small token of my ap-
preciation to the authorities I have consulted, I have selected citations
which I hope will be appropriate as mottoes for each of the chapters
that follow.
