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Section 2 Explain the following literary terms(30 points)
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Romanticism; (‘1) It refers to the literary and artistic movements of the late 18th and early 19th
century in Europe. (2) It was characterized by a rejection against the precepts of order, calm,
harmony, balance, idealization, and rationality that were held by the neoclassicists. Instead ro-
manticism emphasized the individual, the subjective, the irrational, the imaginative, the person-
al, the spontaneous, the emotional, the visionary, and the transcendental. Romanticists also
showed interest in the medieval, exotic, primitive, ‘and nationalistic. (3 ) Romanticism pre-
vailed in England from the publication of Lyrical Ballad in 1798 to the death of Walter Scott in
1832. The English Romantic Period is an age of poetry. Major romantic poets include William
Blake, Wordsworth, Coleridge, Byron, Shelley and Keats.

Picaresque novel: Picaresque novel, in the strict sense, is a novel with a picaroon ( Spanish.
picaro: a rogue or scoundrel) as its hero or heroine, usually recounting his or her escapades in a
first-person narrative marked by its episodic structure and realistic low-life description. The pica-
roon is often a quick-witted servant who takes up with a succession of employers. The true Span-
ish picaresque novel is represented by the anonymous Lazarillo de Tormes and by Mateo Aleman’s
more widely influential Guzman de Alfarache. The English imitator is Daniel Defoe’s Moll Flan-
ders.

In the looser sense now more frequently used, the term is applied to narratives that do not
have a picaroon as their central character, but are loosely structured as a sequence of episodes u-
nited only by the presence of the central character, who is often involved in a long journey: Hen-
ry Fielding’s Tom Jones and Mark Twain’s Adventures of Huckleberry Finn are examples of novels
that are referred to as being wholly or partly picaresque in this sense, while Byron’s narrative po-
em “Don Juan” is a rare case of a picaresque story in verse.

Romance: (Dit refers to a fictional story in verse or prose that relates improbable adventures of i-
dealized characters in some remote or enchanted settings; or, more generally, a tendency in fic-
tion opposite to that of realism. (2The term now embraces many forms of fiction from the Gothic
novel and the popular escapist love story to the scientific romances of H. G. Wells, but it usu-
ally refers to the tales of King Arthur’s knights written in the late Middle Ages. (3)Medieval ro-
mance is distinguished from epic by its concerning on courtly love rather than warlike heroism.
Later prose romances differ from novels in their preference for allegory and psychological éxplora-
tion rather than realistic social observation, especially in American works like Nathaniel
