(® Most of the Protestants believed that the church should be changed, or reformed, so that it was

less greedy, fairer and accessible to all people, not just the rich and well educated (1 point).
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The British Isles:

( The British Isles lie northwest of Europe in the Atlantic Ocean (1 point),

@consisting of two large islands, that is, Britain and Ireland, and several small islands (4 points).

The Orange Day celebrations:

(D On August 12th each year, celebrations are held by Protestants in Northern Ireland to com-
memorate a victory of the Protestant King William III (William of Orange) over the Catholic
James II.

@ The celebrations were always aggressively provocative and fighting often broke out between
the Protestant marchers and Catholic bystanders.(2 points)
