What Affects Man s Mood and Body?

Is there a link between your inside and your outside?

Despite almost a century of research, the subject remains a mystery. Yet many beliefs have
become deeply engrained (FRIF 7 &) in our cultural mythology:

® Rain makes arthritics ache, especially in an El Nifio year.

® Murder rates peak during a full moon.

® Suicides skyrocket over the Christmas holidays.

“Sometimes we find that, yes, there are funny things going on. But the whole subject is so
polluted with ‘old wives’ tale’, longtime beliefs that have taken on lives of their own, that it makes
it very hard to search for the truth,” said Dr. Demmis M. Driscoll of Texas A&M University, a
climatologist with the International Society of Biometeorology (4 ] S8 %¥).

Most research contradicts the folk beliefs. An elevator ride up the 1,707 feet to the top of the
Sears Tower in Chicago causes greater air pressure change than a passing rainstorm. Murder rates
are highest in the steamy summer, regardless of the phase of the moon. Suicides peak in the spring,
not winter.

The intuitive belief that weather can influence our health has been held throughout human
history. In the fourth century B.C., the Greek physician Hippocrates reported physical and
psychological reactions to hot and cold winds. In old France the mistral (“S5 S5 iH” K) was
once thought to so impair judgment that people who murdered while it was blowing were spared
the guillotine (K73 4).
