This listening comprehension test will test your ability to understand
spoken English. In this test, each conversation, statement and question will
be spoken JUST ONE TIME. They will not be written out for you. There
are four parts to this test. Special instructions will be given to you at the
beginning of each part.

PartA
In Part A, you will see several pictures in your test book. For each
picture, you will be asked 1 to 3 questions. For each question, you will hear
four possible answers. Choose the best answer according to what you see
in the picture.
Example:

You will see:

You will hear ‘What is this?
A. This is a desk.
B. This is a chatir.
C. This is a box.
D. This is a bed.

The best answer to the question "What is this?" is A: "This is a desk."
Therefore, you should choose answer A.

Part B
In part B, you will hear 15 questions. After you hear a question, read

the four possible answers in your test book and decide which one is the
best answer to the question you have heard.



Example:

You will hear: Where is your brother now?
You will read: A. He's 20 years old.

B. He's a doctor.

C. He's thirsty.

D. He's in New York.

The best answer to the question "Where is your brother now?" is D: "He's
in New York." Therefore, you should choose answer D.

Part C

In part C, you will hear 15 conversations between a man and a
woman. After each conversation, you will hear a question about the
conversation. After you hear the question, read the four possible answers in
your test book and choose the best answer to the question you have heard.

You will hear: (Man)  How do you go to school every day?
(Woman) Usually on foot. Sometimes by bus.

TONE: How does the woman go to school?

You will read: A. She always walks to school.
B. She usually takes a bus.
C. She either walks or takes a bus.
D. She usually walks to school, never by bus.

The best answer to the question "How does the woman go to school?" is C:
"She either walks or takes a bus." Therefore, you should choose answer C.

PartD

In part D, you will hear 15 short talks. After each talk, you will hear a
question about the talk. After you hear the question, read the four possible
answers in your test book and choose the best answer to the question you
have heard.

Example:

You will hear: Jackie usually likes to eat a big breakfast, but yesterday
he got up late so he didn't have time to eat his usual
breakfast of cereal, bacon, eggs, and toast. He just had



time for a quick cup of coffee. He felt hungry all
morning and didn't do his work well.

TONE: What happened to Jackie yesterday?

You will read: A. He was late for work.
B. He didn't eat a big breakfast.

C. He worked very well yesterday.
D.He ate cereal, eggs, bacon and toast for

breakfast.

The best answer to the question "What happened to Jackie
yesterday?" is B: "He didn't eat a big breakfast." Therefore, you
should choose answer B.
