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A Profile of Harbin Normal University

Harbin Normal University (HNU) is the only teachers university in Heilongjiang province offering a wide range
of degree programs. It is one of the key universities in the province and is the center for higher education in teaching
and the arts, the center for scientific research in education, and the center for teacher training in Heilongjiang Province.
HNU is located in Harbin, a famous city in Northeastern China and is situated on a beautiful campus noted for its fine
surroundings and architectural features.

HNU was founded in 1951, and it originally grew out of the Xingzhi Normal School, which was established in
1946 and named after a well-known Chinese educator, Tao Xingzhi. Later, it went through two transitions: first, as
the Harbin Normal School, and then, as the Harbin Teachers College; finally, in 1980, it was joined together with the
Hulan Teachers College and Heilongjiang Nongken Teachers College and enlarged to become the new Harbin Normal
University. Today, the university is spread over 5 regions, including the city of Harbin, Hulan County, and A'cheng
City with a total area covering 2,163,500 square meters (headquarters covering 1,410, 000 square meters) and total
actual building space taking up 554,000 square meters. -

At present, HNU consists of the School of Music and Art, the School of Foreign Language Studies, the School of
Physical Education, the College of Continuing Education, the College of Vocational Education, a branch of the College
of Culture and Arts, Hulan College, A'cheng College and two branch schools in Qitaihe and Zhaodong. HNU is
comprised of a total of 24 departments, with 32 academic majors and offering 16 provincial key disciplines. Furthermore,
there are 16 research institutes, 3 research centers, one affiliated middle school, an audio-visual education center, a
computer teaching center as well as a modern educational technology center. The university library houses over 1,
453,000 books and issues more than 10 different periodicals such as The Northern Forum, Natural Science Journal of
Harbin Normal University, and Heilongjiang Researches on Higher Education.

HNU offers degrees at the bachelor, master, and doctorate levels with a total of 35 full time master and doctorate
degree programs. Current enrollment is 16,812 undergraduates, 4,463 graduate students (masters and doctorate), 130
international students, and 8,142 students in continuing education. In addition, HNU currently has a total of 2,553

teaching faculty and administrative staff. Among the 1,195 faculty, 149 are professors, 434 are associate professors,
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
