Lin fei (Lin Xia fei) or Lin Yu Hue was born in Singapore in 1929. When he
was childhood, he went back to his motherland—China with his mother and his elder
brother Jinhua.

After graduation from Baihou Senior Middle School, he studied in the
National University of Xiamen and National University of Zhongshan Engineering
College.

Before liberation, he joined in YUE GAN XIANG border column of PLA,
Later he worked in the government of Huiyang (county Longgang) district as the
cultural and education officer until 1952.

Since 1953, he taught in middle school, when he was head of the department
and the principal. He was also the head of Wuhan Education Science Research
Institute. After retiring, he was the Vice Director of China Vocational Education
Association Shenzhen Branch.

This book is a memoir. The author records the growth of an intellectual of the
time. He speaks of bitter, abundant and colorful experience reflecting on the
struggle against the Japanese invaders, the revolution, and the political movements
after the establishment of the People's Republic of China. As he discusses multiple
aspects of these, his geographic scope is quite wide, ranging from southeast Asia to
China, from the Republic to the People's Republic, from the countryside to the city.
The book contains quite a few detailed explanations of the Guangdong Hakka
mountainous region's customs and landscape which gives the memoir a definite

unique characteristic.
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
