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A Brief Introduction

The First Middle School of Longyan of Fujian
lies on the east side of the Tiger Ridge Hill, just

outside the north gate of the old Longyan Town.

Longyan No.l1 Middle School 1s short for it. It
grew out of the Middle School of Longyan Pref-
ecture established in 1903, which was transferred
the registration of the leadership of it from under
the prefecture to under the province in 1916, and
it was then named the 9th Middle School of Fujian
Province. In 1923 the 9th Middle School of Fujian
Province was divided into two schools. The Junior
Classes of it became the 9th Junior Middle School
of Fujian Province while the senior classes became
the 9th Senior Middle School of Fujian Province.
The two schools were incorporated into Longyan
Middle School of Fujian Province in the autumn
of 1927. Early in summer in 1929 Longyan Middle
School closed down. About ten years later, this
school resumed classes in September, 1938,

renamed the Junior Middle School of Longyan

Country. In the autumn of 1943 the Senior Middle
School of Fujian Province was set up and began
to enrol new students. Later on, the two schools
were combined to form Longyan Middle School
in 1950 and the name of it was replaced with Lon-
gyan No.l Middle School in the autumn of 1951.
From then on, Longyan No.l Middle School was
affirmed to be one of the key middle schools of
Fujian province in 1953, honoured as one of the
first runwell key middle schools of the province in
1978, and conferred the title of the provincial
first-class middle school in 1994. The school has
recently been checked and accepted by the prov-
incial government and has beenawarded the title
"Top-level Model Senior Middle School of the
Country."

In the history of a century's practice of running
a school, the traditional ideas of loving the mo-
therland, paying close attention to social develop-
Ments and holding firmly to the truth have been

passed on from generation to generation in Long-
yan No.l Middle School, and the character and
morals for running a school, "Upholding the Best
and Seeking being Remarkable" ,have come into
being. Accoring to statistics, the school fortered
over 30,000 graduates of senior or junior middle
school for the country. We take it as an honour that

It has been pushing on
quality education in an all-round way, so that the
quality of both education and teaching has been
steadily improved. As a matter of fact, the number
of our graduates entering colleges and univer
sities has risen to 6,800. Nor 1s this all, the school
has won 80 honourable titles awarded by the pre-
fectural administrative units or those of the higher
levels. Among all these, 12 items were given by or
gans of state power, such as the advanced unit of
makingadministrative affairs of a school known to
public,the advanced unit of applying the standards
of physical training to practice, the advanced unit
of physical education and hygienic conditions, the

advanced unit of art education , and “ the Green

School” .
The school has an total area of 150 mu, including

more than 60,000 square metres, which is taken
up by buildings. There are 210 school staffs in
the school. The teachers at their posts amount to
170, among them 1s an expert enjoying special
governmental allowance, 5 specially-honoured
teachers, 82 senior teachers. The number of the
students 1s 2,255 altogether at the present time.
