Covering 20km?, Yanoda is located in Sandao Town which is within the Golden Triangle area
of the Sanya Tourism Circle. ECOLAND created the master plan for Tropical Shambhala as
well as the architectural design of the Blue Moon Valley project. Based on Tropical Rain Forest
Culture, Li Cave Culture, South Chinese Medecine Culture, Shengxiao Culture along with other
cultural concepts, the overall design maintains the principles of the Original Green Ecology and
integrates agricultural high technology with tropical Shambhala tourism.

Tropical Shambhala is comprised of fourteen functional areas: the cultural and commercial
core, the unique hotel zone, the rain forest themed hotel areas, the tourism town area, the
high-end hotel area, the farmland landscape area, ecological parking area, staff quarters,
reservoirs, landscape areas, ecological recreation, motels areas, management areas, sculpture
parks and other tourist fowns.

Blue Moon Valley is located to the northwest of Tropical Shambhala, with the theme of
"seven stars hugging the Moon and the dragon hanging over rain forests". Covering 22.67 ha,
Naxiangshan Project is comprised of platinum five-star hotel clusters, a villa area and some
relaxation areas showing, in its execution, full consideration for all aspects of nature.
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Nan Mountain Cultural Tourism Resort
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Covering 50km?, Nan Mountain Cultural Tourist Resort is located in the Nan Mountain
Area, 40km southwest of Sanya City, Hainan Province. As one of the 5A-class tourist
scenic spots, it is an international, large-scale themed park that integrates ocean scenery
with the Buddhist culture and ecology in its planning.
