The sixteen stories included in thig volume are all modern,
having been first published within the last three or four years, in
some of the best magazines in England and America. Sixteen
different authors, most of them eminent in present-day fiction,
contribute to the volume. Seven of the stories deal with Oriental
characters, four are Chinese, while the scenes of these stories are

laid in America, England, France, Switzerland, India, Burma,
and China.

The stories are all written throughout in good English, the
editor having purposely rejected all stories whose characters
speak in broken or dialectic English, as being unsuitalle for
teaching purposes. There is one exception to this in the last
gtory, where there are a few ‘‘ pidgin” English phrases. The
stories all have a good moral value ; though they are net ethical
stories. 2

The Notes and Suggestions will be found exceedingly helpful
‘to Chinese students and teachers, as well as to general readers in
China. Its use need not be restricted to Chinese students, for
they are such as will interest Western young people just as well.
Doctor Huizinga has been a successful teacher of Ilnglishi in

India and in China for over twenty-five years.
