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In an attempt to estabish a link with the forces
in the northern end of the Canton Hankow Rail
-way,the Japanese troops in Kwangtung com-
posing of four divisions, including the Konoye
Metcopolitan Guards, one mixed brigade and
the naval landing party, launched :a furious
campaign in three columns in December with
Shackwan as the objective.
