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Chapter VI
Legal Liabilities

Article 35 Any unit or individual who, in violation of
the provisions of this Law, commits any of the following acts
shall be ordered to rectify it with a prescribed time or may be
fined by the health administration department of a government
at or above the county level; when there is a risk of causing an
epidemic of an infectious disease, the health administrtion de-
partment shall report to the government at the same level for
the adoption of compulsory measures:

(1) failure on the part of a water supply unit to conform to
the hygienic standards for drinking water set by the state;

(2) refusal to give disinfection treatment, according to the
sanitary requirements proposed by a health and epidemic pre-
vention agency, to sewage, wastes and feces contaminated with
the pathogen of infectious diseases;

(3) approving or conniving at the taking with jobs by pa-
tients aith infectious diseases, pathogen carriers or suspected
patients of infectious diseases wich they are prohibited from do-
ing by the health administration department under the State
Council because of the likelihood of causing a spread of infec-
tious diseases; and

(4) refusal to execute other preventive and control meas-
ures proposed by the health and epidemic prevention agencies
according to this Law.

Article 36 Any party who refuses to accept a decision
on fine may, within 15 days of receiving the notice on the pun-
ishment decision, apply to the health administration department
at the next higher level for reconsideration; any party who re-
fuses to accept the reconsideration decision may, within 15 days
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Chapter 1
General Provisions
Article 1 This Law is enacted in order to prevent, control
and eliminate the occurrence and epidemic of infectious diseases
and to ensure the health of the people.

Article 2 The state shall implement a policy of putting the
emphasis on prevention, combining prevention with trcatment and
