NCARB, NABAR, SAFEA, AlA, RA

AN URBAN DOCTOR FOR THE 21ST CENTURY

From his education and extensive urban experiences in New York, to his prolific work
in China, Mr. James Jao has made an impact on environment. Enthusiastically instilled
in his bicultural experience, Mr. Jao easily blends the westerner’s rationality and sense
of humor with the easterner’s appreciation of tradition and warm nature and blends
the insider's experience and the outsider’s sensitivity, all into one entity. The former
vice minister of China State Construction, Yang Shen, praised him as “a scholar, an
enthusiastic and intellectual erudite, and an expert who holds unique opinions and
foresight.” With the pseudonym Mingze and a deep understanding of bilateral culture,
the famous Chinese-American, Mr. James Jao, born in Taiwan in 1957; became a US
Citizen in 1980, is currently the C.E.O of the Long On Group headquartered in Beijing,
China.

For many years now, James Jao has actively taken on a range of important social
responsibilities in a variety of positions earning him the moniker of “Urban Doctor” for
China’s planning sector. These positions include: Expert for the State Administration of
Foreign Experts Affairs of the P.R.C of China; Chairman of “Fortune 100" Association;
Strategic Consulting Member of China International Urbanization Developing
Community; Second CEO of China Real-estate Developing Association; Member of
“Nation Elites” and planning and economic development consultant for more than 30
provinces. James Jao has been nominated and appointed as the Vice President and
Standing Member of the Inner Mongolia CPPCC Overseas Promotions Association.
He also serves as Special Advisor and Overseas Representative to the CPPCC Lishui,
Zhejiang Province. Since 2007, he has held the position of supervisor for the “Beijing
Jing Rui Housing Technology Foundation.” He is also a guest professor at the National
Mayor's Training Center, Tsinghua University EMBA Class Professor, Nanchang
University Adjunct Professor, and Suzhou University Graduate Student Advisor. He is
also a member of the UN Habitat World Urban Campaign Steering Committee. The
breadth of his involvement in urban-related affairs illustrates the extent of James Jao's
reach into Urban China today.

NEW YORK CITY - Formative Years for creating an Urban Vision

For over 30 years, James Jao has been involved in the planning and architectural
fields. He received his Bachelor of Architecture degree from New York Pratt Institute
in 1980 and four years later, Mr. Jao received his MBA from Pace University in New
York. He is a certified architect by the US National Council of Architectural Registration
Boards (NCARB), and is a registered architect in the States of New York, California,
New Jersey, Connecticut, Pennsylvania, Georgia, and Massachusetts. He is also
certified by the Chinese National Administrative Board of Registered Architects
(NABAR) as a Class A architect.

In 1988 he was honored as an “Outstanding Asian American Architect” and in 1989, he
was recognized as one of the top 10 young architects. In 1987 , he was elected to the
Board of Directors of New York Society of Architects (NYSA). He served as the annual
dinner fundrasing chairman between 1989-1993. He was elected as the First Vice
President of this oldest professional group in New York State in 1993. He resigned in
1995 and moved to Asia the following year.

From 1990 to 1994, James Jao was appointed by Former New York City Mayor David
Dinkins to the New York City Planning Commission (CPC). In addition, he holds the
great distinction of being the first Asian American Commissioner during the 360-year
history of New York City as well as the youngest one, as well as the sole commissioner
who holds an architectural license.

James Jao spawned the planning theory of “Balanced Development”, which
contributed to the Manhattan Chinatown's rebuilt research and Flushing Town
Planning in Queens District. In homage to his achievements and contribution, the City
of Manhattan rewarded him with a Proclamation Declaring Award, honoring him as a
role model for emigrants and set the date of December 7th as “James Jao Day”. At the
same time, he was awarded the title of “Honored Asian American” and the Certificate
of Appreciation by both the Governor of New York and the Mayor of New York City.
More recently, in 2009, following his appointment by Anna Tibaijuka from UN-HABITAT,
James Jao was elected as the member of UN Habitat World Urban Campaign Steering
Committee (2009-2012).

PUBLICATIONS

Since the 1980s, making use of his bilingual ability, Mr. James Jao has introduced
New York City's planning codes through the Chinese media. He became the first
professional planner to translate the English planning terminology into Chinese for
Chinese planners and designers. Now, he is the special commissioned columnist
writer for China Daily and the academic consultant for the mainstream medias like
China Construction, China Real Estate and Law Evening Paper.

In addition to his skills as an industrious individual, a scholar, and a successful
entrepreneur, Mr. James Jao is often referred to by the Chinese government,
professors and mainstream medias as the “foreign architectural and planning
expert who deeply understands China’s situation and condition intimately.” He
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has successfully authored books, developing various positions which have deeply
influenced the Chinese planning field. Moreover, he has been paying special
attention to and conducting in-depth research on city development problems in China.
James Jao has published a large volume of essays, journals and books of urban
planning theory putting forward many authoritative, specific and detailed applicable
recommendations.

In order to make city officials understand and take advantage of international planning
theories and to practice and to enhance the living standards of the Chinese people,
the “Urban Doctor” has involved himself for many years, not only within domestic and
international political circles and business fields, but also in academic circles, training
Chinese officials and leaders and providing them with advanced and latest planning
theories. One such example is the foreign-matured theory “Smart Growth” bringing
advanced urban planning concepts into China. Other urban planning ideas can be
found in his articles: “Using Four Different Conditions Well Connected Future and
History” and “Jao’ 3388 Concept in Tourism Planning”.
In June 2005, with his first book published by Xinhua Press, “A Decade of Planning
Experience in China”, James Jao introduced western planning theory through a series
of short stories. August 2007, two years after the first book, The China Urban Press
published his second book, “Searching the Souls of China City”, which helps folks in
China find the right direction in Chinese cities, demonstrating and telling the essence
and meaning of Chinese culture in the process of urban renewal and the development
of green buildings in China.
In the late October 2009, the China Railway Publishing House brought a lively James
Jao's unique planning theories to the forefront with the publication “Striving from
America to China — Urban Doctor James Jao”.
Today, these three books have become broadly and deeply influential to the Chinese
leadership and planning arenas of important urban construction; becoming a major
series of professional books.
Besides his books and workshops, James Jao has been able to disseminate his
planning theories and concepts through the platform of internet blogging. As a result
his blog was rated as the most influential blog in the SouFun website. He was also
honored as the “Blog Super Star 2008-2009" and “Sohu Focus Real Estate Opinion
Leader 2009” and James' blog was named the “most influential real estate blog” by
netizens in the sixth Real Estate Network’s ‘Most Popular Blog'.
Because of his familiarity with the China real estate sector and his unique perspective
regarding its development, the abovementioned blogs are frequently appearing in “The
Hottest and Most Popular Blog in China”. Furthermore, his blogs are often reprinted by
the official media, and often reproduced in the Consumer Daily as front page articles.

Mr. James Jao is now CEO of the US Long On Group (www.longongroup.com);
President of J.A.O Design International Ltd., Associated Design Institute, Design
& Technical Services (Class Registration No.A111000883), Hannuo City (Beijing)
Investment Consulting Co., Ltd.; and Design Director of J.A.O. Design International
Architects & Planners Ltd.
Long On Group was founded by Mr. Jao in New York circa 1984. Currently its business
organization consists of five main categories: urban planning, architectural design,
capital and real estate investment and charity.
As a trusted professional firm executing projects in China, J.A.O. Design International
Ltd. has been awarded one of the “Ten Most Influential Design Firms in China”, six
years in a row since 2004. In 2007, it was recognized by All-China Federation of
Industry and Commerce Real Estate Chamber of Commerce as a “Green Building
Projects Planning and Design Firm”. In celebration of the 60th anniversary of Inner
Mongolia Autonomous Region, the Hohhot Islamic Style Street Project (2006) won the
Best Architectural Design Award and Mr. Jao also received the Mayor's Special Award.
In 2008, “West to East, J.A.O. Design International Award Winning Projects” was
published by the China City Press.
In 2009, J.A.O’s project design proposal stood out among 46 design firms and 96
design submittals by being chosen by the Ministry of Railways to exclusively produce
three design options; of which one was then selected as the final design of the Railway
Pavilion Shanghai Expo, 2010.
By the end of August 2010, the firm has performed planning and architectural design
services with a total area of 2760 square kilometers of urban planning; 19,570,000
square meters of residential buildings; 19,030,000 square meters of commercial
offices, hotels, civic centers, shopping malls, and mixed use developments; and 776
hectares of landscape design.
