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Abstract:

After the dissolutions of USSR, Yugoslavia, and Crzechslovakia, socialist
multinational federatissn composed by nation-states has not been sufficiently
researched so far. Above all, before the formation of the Soviet Union, the Crisis of
Gerogia, which occured at the Transcaucasian Federation in the early years after its
foundation, enraged Lenin as to make him compose the famous noted attacking Stalin
and his policy. This incidence strongly threatened Stalin in the Bolsheviks, so the
fifleen-year history of the Transcaucasian Federation became the taboo of Soviet
historians and the blind point of Soviet history after he fully got his politicial power.
Therefore, when we try to study the federalism of the Soviet Union, we have to
understand and clarify the history of the Soviet Transcaucasian federal system so that
we can find out the problems of the Soviet federalism.

This thesis mainly discusses the strutures of the states, the governments, and the
parties in Moscow, Thilisi, and their affibated authonties. Meanwhile, it also compares
the differences of the federal systems among TSFSR, RSFSR, and USSR, Finally, it
concludes the Transcaucasian politicial developruents’ influences on the Soviet
federalism.

After the research of Transcaucasian federal system, we have the following
comelusions:

1. The cause of the foundation of the Transcaucasian Federation

According to Lenin's project, to found the federation of Transcaucasian republics
was just the first step of the formation of USSR. However, by the crisis of Georgia,
Stalin transformed the Transcaucasian Federation into a kind of machine which was
used to suppress native pecple.
2. The true of the Crisis of Georgia

Although Lenin thought this was a real movement of Great Russian chauvinism
trigeered by Stalin, after Stalin performed several political tacts, it was considered an
independant movement by republics’ socialist nationalists.
3. The position of the republics in Transcaucasia

As the constituent republics of the Transcaucasian Federation, the three siates:
Georgla, Armenia, and Azerbaijan are special union republics which has levels higher
than the autonomous republics but lower than other union republics. In addition,
although Abkhasia was once the constituent republics of the Transcaucasian
Federation, in fact, it was just an autonomous republic.

Lenin referred to the experience of the Transcaucasian Federation when he tried to
design the struture of the Sowviet Union. That is why Lenin would put the Cnsis of
Georgia and the formation of USSR together. What Lenin concerned about in the
Crisis of Georgia came true during Soviet subsequent political developments and at
last caused the disolution of USSR
