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Wang Binglong was born in Jinan, Shandong
Province in 1940. Since childhood he has ardently loved
painting, calligraphy and literature. He received training
from professor Guan Yousheng. an eminent person in cir-
cles of painting and calligraphy in Shandong. In 1966 he
was graduated from the traditional Chinese painting de-
partment of the Central Art College. He was a disciple
proficient in painting of Li Kuchan, the great master of
art. He also received instructions from Wang Xuetao, Guo

Weiqu and Tian shiguang and he worked at painting hard

enough.

Wang Binglong’s works constantly published on
newspapers and periodicals and frequently exhibited at
home and abroad and was well received by all walks of
life. Since 1984 at the invitation of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs he has made pictures for display at Chimese em-
bassies and consulates in the United States. Japan,
Spain, Jordan. Egypt. the United Arab Emirates and In-
donesia. Many of his works have been selected as gifts to
the heads of foreign countries. In 1987 and 1991 he visited
Japan and Hong Kong to carry on cultural exchanges and
both won great success. His work Morning Dew was col-
lected by the municipal government of Wakayama,
Japan. Another work Lilies was collectted by the Art Mu-
seum of New South Wales .Australia. In 1993 at the invita-
tion of the Japanese - Chinese Cultural Exchange Institute
he paid a visit to Japan, there his work Flower and Bird
won the gold medabprize. His works published are Select
ed Paintings of Wang Binglong and Basic Skill of Flower

and Bird Painting by Freehand Brushwork.
