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Fai, em 1899, que aparecew publicada o primeiro vocabuldrio, para a aprendizngem
da lingua sinica, por portugueses. Compilou-o o ilustre sindlogo Pedro Nolaseo da Silva,
que tanto trabalhou pela causa da instrugdo em Macau e, principalmente. para qué o ensing
do lingua chinesa fosse ministrado, nas escolas portuguesas de Macaw.

Este vocabuldrio tinha por titula = Voecabuldrio ¢ Phrases doe Dialeotos de Cantan ¢
Pekim para o uso dos alumnos da Escola Central de Macaw”.

Ein 1901, Pedro Nolasco da Silva compilow e foz publicur wn ontro vocabulinio,
sendo o terceiro dos quatro volumes du suwa obra intitulada *Manual da: Lingun Staiea
Eseripta e Fallada".

" Hm 1934, o sr. Alexandre Mager, capudo de artilharia que exercia, enfdo. o eargo
de Administrador do Concelho e Comissdrio de Policta, em Macaw, publicow wm** Vocabuldrio
Portugués-Chinés e Chinés-Portugués”, sem caracteres chineses e em formalo de ulgibeira.

Clomo todos estes trés vocabuldiios, desde hd muilo, estivesseny esgotados. ful Tnewm-
bido, pela Comassio des Centendrios da Fundag@o ¢ Restauracdo, de compilar 't_.;.u__: “Vaea~

buldrio Cantonense-Portuguds ™ e wm “Vocabulirio Portugués - Cantonense™. que fe

editados, respectivamente, em 1941 ¢ 1942,



Estes dots vocabuldrios esgoluram-se também, rapiduwmente, moteeo porque, hi trés
anvs, o proprietdario da Tipografia Soi Sung me pediv que compilasse wm Vocabulirio
Luso-Anglo- Cantonese. Anui ao sew pedido, mas a rveferula tipografia, depois de ter
amprimido algumas paginas, tiu-se obrigado a desistir da publicagdo desta obra, por falta
de tenepo, pois passou a ter de imprimiy muwilos qudvos trabalhios.

Tempos depois, o proprietdrio da Livearia ¢ Tipografia San Chong ofeieceu-se para
imprimir esta obre, mas 86 nas hovas vagas, motive porgue passaram-se Meses sem que. e
vigsse 48 maos wna pdagina de prova sequer, pura a correegin. Apesar de todos os contratem-
pos, esta Tipografia ndo deizou vencer-se pelo des@nimo e a sua obsequiadora constincia se
deve, finalmente, a apreseptacio desta obra ao pihlico. i

Bste insignificante vocabulirio estd, evidenternente, muito longe de ser wm trabalko
perfeito, motive porque se agradece a indicagdo de quaisquer evvos e defuitos, que sorvini
para o melhorar, no caso duma possivel reedigio.
