A ook at an ancient residence

The prime ‘minister’ s descendents

 Zhuge Linng, the most legendazy prime

‘statesmanshil

according to history, only three generations
after the prime minister were known. After
that period, the whole family of Zhuge's
descendents  vanished . Historians  of
generations tried in vain to trace the family
and their guesses varied. For more than 1000
years, the Zhuge family's whereabouts
remained a# mystery. In the Qing Dynasty
(1644 — 1911), a book that recorded all
famed historical figures had to state that the
wheresbouts of the Zhuge family await for
more studies in the years to come.

In October of 1992, the 6th China
Annual Convention on Zhuge Liang convened
in Chengdu, the capitul seat of Sichuan
Province. The first day of the convention
revealed the encouraging news that the prime
minister’ s descendents had been found. The
descendents are ot in Sichuan province
where Zhuge Liang’s major political and
military activities took place. Nor do they
Live in Shandong Province where Zhuge Liang
grew up. Nor do they live in Longzhong, &
small place where Zhuge lived as a farmer
befare he came out to aid Liu Bei in fighting
for the throne. The descendents of the Prime
Minister populate o village in Zhejiang

, one of the richest coastal places in
China, several thousand kilometers away from
Sichuan Province .

- deputies who attended the convention

several times by civil wars in the long history
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and later resumed again and again. Since
1384 AD, the entries have been noted
regularly. The whole records relate how the
first Zhuge came to Zhejiang about 1000
years ago and how his family settled down
and later on more Zhuge families moved out
to other places in Zhejiang Province.

The discovery led to numerous visits to
the village located in the southwest suburb of
Lansi Musicipality, located in the central
village where more

s

ancient records, the Town of Zhuge was first
established in the year of 674 AD. The
Zhuge' s descendents continued to build the
town largely generation after generation. The
Qing Dynasty saw a building boom and the
village was trensformed nto its present day’ s

Dilioes st bt ot Sl
in almost all other places of China, the
village itwelf resides in a unique fom of the
Eight Diagrams, and it is suerounded by
another bigger Eight Diagrams which are
eight hills. Al these eight diagrams were like
the ancient Eight Batlle Arrays invented by
Zhuge Liang to combat the enemy . According
0 history, the architect of the village was a
27th generation great grandson of Zhuge, the
prime minister. Around the year of 1280, he

build up the village according
to his design. His last wonls
to his children were that the
structure of the village was
not at all to be altered in
future. The Eight Diagrams
saved the village several
times in wars. Eary this
century, two warlords were

12
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cntangled in a fierce baile for three nights
and throe days near the Town of Zhuge. As
the soldiers feared to get lost in the
complicated terrain, they did mot dare to
enter the town. During the War of Anti-

Zhuge in the town have been running a family
phannaceutical business for at least four
gencrations.

The Zhuges in the village are well
organized as & big family. For more than 600
years, some annual celebrations have been
held to commemorate their common ancestor,
the greatest prime minister in China.

Zhuge 's descendents in the
village did not hide themsclves away from
other people. They just did not announce
their existence. Now that their village is well
known to the world, people are to flock 1o the
town us pilgrims. The memorial hall to
commemorate the prime minister, presumably
the biggest one in China, will pull in more
and more visitors .
