the structure is unreasonable, it is of low quality to cause the assets to run, benefit is low.
Though the provincial government of Provincial Party committee has issued various kinds of
- measures, and assign evefy index too, strcngth strengthen our province state-run reform of
small and medium-sized enterpriSes work, improve the economic structure and economic
layout of our province, but the state-run small and medium-sized enterprises while reforming
system and real right flow slowly, the ample resources can not be still utilized in leaving
unused. Is it reform system work stagnate, real right is it obstruct with our province state-run
concrete conditions of small and medium-sized enterprises having something to do to flow to
cause, state-run small and medium-sized enterprises disperse in all parts, news stops up too,
and the assets of some state-owned enterprises are special-purpose and very strong, changing
the nature of enterprise trade, the use value of enterprise's assets has been lost with it too, this
is that not smooth that the real right flows in reforming system in our province at present,
resources can not get the main country's reason disposed effectively. If you want to make
state-run small and medium-sized enterprises' reforming system and working and finishing
smoothly, the real right flows with higher speed, liquidizing remnant assets must solve these
two major difficult problems, and can solve the difficult problem that we reform system and
meet in the work fundamentally through transactions of property right, overcome the
difficulty and change the present state.

The transactions of property right regard énterprise as a kind of material object goods
and enter the market, carry on freedom to exchange, buy and sell according to law of value
and competition mechanism, realize under the guide of the market mechanism the real right
of state-run small and medium-sized enterprises in our province flows, liquidize remnant
assets, make resources be optimized, impel advantage enterprises to strengthen, inferior
position enterprise wither away, make the whole province of economic development more
vigorous. The transactions of property right of enterprise involve the business activities of
various fields of enterprise, concrete including much content that enterprises purchase,
annexing, recombination, going bankrupt, etc. From the point of view of economical
opera‘tion and resource distribution, the transactions of property right can promote the rational

disposition of .resources, thus improve the economic performance, flowing and trade,
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enterprises can't survive and develop. Transactions of property right distribute way rationally
as high-level resource, can be obtained and flowed in the way as many kinds of synthesis of
factor of production wholly while being one's own not merely, because of reparability of
property right, can also promote property right divide items of shifting on a large scale at
space. This will help to adjust industrial structure and product structure; it is rationalized to
realize the industrial structure, favorable to the setting-up of the socialist market economy
system, is favorable to the setting-up and value preserving and appreciation of state-run assets
of the modern enterprise system.

To the concrete problem which the state-run small and medium-sized enterprises of our
province meet while reforming system, such main methods as purchase, enterprise of
administration and supervision authorities that the transactions of property right can be
adopted merge and going bankrupt.

The state-run small and medium-sized enterprises of our province reform system and
meet much obstruction at préscnt, it is unable that the real right flows slowly, and use the
method and tactics that this text mention, our province reforms system of China the real
rights of small and medium-sized enterprises flow to accelerating, promote the economic
restructuring of industry of our province, vitalize state-run stock assets, no matter there is a
very important meaning from the economic development of Guizhou Province or from the

value preserving, appreciation of state-run assets.
