Seatence (A), "John does better in his studies than James," means most nearly
the same as the stalement "John is a better student than his brother James."
Therefore, you should choose answer.(A) .

Look at Example II. Sample Answer

You will hear: ODO®
‘You will read: (A) The traffic isn't bad today.
(B) The trucks weigh.a lot.
. (C) There are a lot of trucks on
the highway ..
(D) The highway has been closed
to heavy trucks. .

Sentence (C), "There are a lot of trucks on the highway,” is closest in meaning
to the sentence, "The. track traffic on this highway is so heavy I cdn barely see
where 1'm going." Therefore, you should choose answer (C).
