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FOREWORD

For the fifth successive year the National Committee publishes a
statistical Year Book for the City and Student Young Men’s Christian
Associations of China. Through thirty earlier years these were in
the form of narrative reports with a statistical chart inserted. It is
believed that the present f orm is better suited to permanent record and
to comparative study. :

The year 1935 was marked by three special projects which are
included in narrative reports viz: the second year of the Youth and
Religion Movement; the drafting, (after much study and conference )s
of a Ten Year Policy for the National Committee; and a thorough-going
Survey of Educational Work in the City Associations. These, with
the report of the General Secretary, with the statistics, and the rosters,
make up the Year Book for 1935. It is hoped that study of it will be
rewarding and not too burdensome.

Again we are indebted to those seceretaries of local Associations
who have taken great pains that their statistics should be accutate
and complete.

When the question was raised, with the delivery of the 1934 Year
Book, as to the wisdom of continuing annual publication, the response
both from China and abroad was so strongly in favor of doing so that
we have felt we were left no choice in the matter. Hence the Year
Book for 1935 comes to you with the hope that its frequent use will be
the reward to those who have worked upon it.
