CHAPTER 2.

NOW when Jesus was born in

Bethlehem of Judza in the
days of Herod the king. behold,
wise men from the east came to
Jerusalem,

the kind heard it, he swas troub-
led, and all Jerusalem with him.

for out of thee shall came forth
a governor, which shall be shep-
herd of my people Israel. 7 Then
Herod privily called the wise men,
and learned of them carefully
what time the star appeared.
8 And he sent them to Bethlehem,
and said, Go and search out care-
fully concerning the young child;
and when ye have found him,
bring me word, that I also may
come and worship him. 9 And
they, having heard the king, went
their way; and lo, the star, which
they saw in the east, went before
them, till it came and stood over
where the young child was.
10 And when they saw the star,
they rejoiced with exceeding great
joy.
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11 And they came into the house
and saw the young child with
Mary his mother; and they fell
down and worshipped him; and

19 But when Herod was dead,
behold, an ange! of the Lord
appeareth in a dream to Joseph
in Egypt, 20saying, Arise and
take the young child and his
mother, and go into the land of
Israel: for they are dead that
sought the young child’s life.
21 And he arose and took the
young child and his mother, and
came into the land of Israel.
22 But when he heard that Arche-
laus was reigning over Judza in
the room of his father Herod, he
was afraid to go thither; and
being warned of God in a dream,
he withdrew into the parts of
Galilee, 23znd came and dwelt
in a city called Nazareth: that it
might be fuifilled which was
spoken by the prophets, that he
should be called a Nazarene.

CHAPTER 4.

HEN was Jesus led up of the
Spirit into the wilderness to
be tempted of the devil.
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2 And when he had fasted forty
days and forty nights, he after-

tempter came and said unhto him,
" If thou art the Son of God, com-
mand that these stones become
bread. 4 But he answered and
said, It is written, Man shall not
live by bread alone, but by every
word that proceedeth out of the
mouth of God. 5 Then the devil
taketh him into the holy city; and
he set him on the pinnacle of the
temple, 6and saith unto him, If
thou art the Son of God, cast
thyself down: for it is written,
He shall give his angels charge
concerning thee: And on their
hands they shall bear thee up,
Lest haply thou dash thy foot
against a stone. 7Jesus said
unto him, Again it is written,
Thou shalt not tempt the Lord
thy God. 8 Again, the devil
taketh him unto an exceeding
high mountain, and sheweth him
all the kingdoms of the world,
and the glory of them; 9and he
said unto him, All these things
will I give thee, if thou wilt fall
down and worship me. 10 Then
saith Jesus unto him, Get thee
hence, Satan: for it is written,
Thou shalt worship the Lord thy
God, and him only shalt thou
serve.

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12 Now when he heard that
John was delivered up, he with-
drew into Galilee; 13 and leaving
Nazareth, he came and dwelt in
Capernaum, which is by the sea,
in the borders of Zebulun and
Naphtali: 14that it might be
fulfilled which was spoken by
Isaiah the prophet, saying, 15 The
land of Zebulun and the land of
Naphtali, Toward the sea, beyond
Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles,
16 The people which sat in dark-
ness Saw a great light, And to
them which sat in the region and
shadow of death, To them did
light spring up.

17 From that time began Jesus
to preach, and to say, Repent ye;
for the kingdom of heaven is at
hand.

18 And walking by the sea of
Galilee, he saw two brethren,
Simon who is called Peter, and
Andrew his brother, casting a net
into the sea; for they were fishers.
19 And he saith unto them, Come
ye after me, and I will make you
fishers of men.

15 Neither do men light a lamp,
and put it under the bushel, but
on the stand; and it shineth unto
all that are in the house. 16 Even
so let your light shine before men,
that they may see your good
works, and glorify your Father
which is in heaven.

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25 Agree with thine adversary
quickly, whiles thou art with him
in the way; lest haply the ad-
versary deliver thee to the judge,
and the judge deliver thee to the
officer, and thou be cast into
prison. 26 Verily I say unto thee,
Thou shalt by no means come out
thence, till thou have paid the
last farthing.

27Ye have heard that it was
said, Thou shalt not commit
adultery: 28but I say unto you,
that every one that looketh on a
woman to lust after her hath
committed adultery with her
already in his heart. 29 And if
thy right eye causeth thee to
stumble, pluck it out, and cast it
from thee: for it is profitable for
thee that one of thy members
should perish, and not thy whole
body be cast into hell. 30 And if
thy right hand causeth thee to
stumble, cut it off, and cast it
from thee: for it is profitable for
thee that one of thy members
should perish, and not thy whole
body go into hell.
