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Abstract: Justice is an ancient but realistic problem. The
opportunity equality is an important content of the social research,
which can be divided into the form of the opportunity equality and
the fact of the opportunity equality. To obtain the stat-us and duty
competition opportunity which opens to all people, what counts is
decided by obtaining the development potential opportunity. But to
get the development potential opportunity is decided by education.

Therefore, the fairness of education is the core of opportunity
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equality. This article explains the connotation of justice, fairness, the
opportunity equality and the fairness of education, analyzes the
mutual relation of the opportunity equality and the problem of
education fairness, and analyzes the unfair situation of education
which exists between the areas, between city and countryside,
between schools, sexes and between the social strata in our country at
present. To realize education fairness, the author proposes three
principles from the macroscopic national basic system and the policy
arrangement angle: the right of basic education should be completely
equal, the right of non-basic education should be in proportion
equality, and the principle of the benefit compensates. These are
important for the fairness of education and the opportunity equality.
