Preface

The 20th century is nearing its end; the 21st century will soon be coming. The Institute of Ar-
chaeology, CASS has gone through her 50 years of splendid course. In the past half century, the Insti-
tute of Archaeology, on the base of fieldwork, devoted major efforts to advance archaeological research.
In the same time, in order to promote scientific study at the Institute of Archaeology and to push the
cause of Chinese archaeology forward, the Institute has always considered the compilation and publica-
tion of archaeological books and periodicals as an important task. In 1950, Chinese Archaeological
Monograph Series——the academic monograph series of Chinese archaeology was formally started . Ac-
cording to their nature and content, the books were divided into A ~ D types and a special issue,
which were published consecutively. In 1951, Zhongguo Kaoguo Xuebao, originally established by
the Institute of History & Philology, Academia Sinica, was first to resume publications, Later it was
renamed as Kaogu Xuebao ( Acta Archaeologica Sinica) in 1953, and then became a quarterly issued
journal in 1956. In 1955, Kaogu Tongwxun ( Newsletter of Archaeology ) issued bimonthly was found-
ed. The Archaeological Editorial Office, a special organization was set up, and its main mission was
editing archeological books and periodicals. The Kaogu Tongxun was changed to a monthly issued
magazine in 1958, and then was renamed as Kaogu ( Archaeology). In 1966, all the publications
were stopped when the Cultural Revolution began. Thanks to Premier Zhou Enlai’s concemn, Kaogu
and Kaogu Xuebao were the first to resume publications, two of the only five periodicals of all trades
and professions nationwide at that time. From then on, the publication of Chinese Archaeological
Monograph Series was resumed . After the end of the Cultural Revolution, to meet the demands of rapid
development of archaeological cause in the new epoch of reform and opening, an irregularly issued pe-
riodical Kaoguxue Jikan ( Papers on Chinese Archaeology) came into being in 1981, In 1997, the Ar-
chaeology Publications was transcended from the Archaeological Editorial Office. Its main mission is o
compile, publish, and distribute periodicals of Kaogu issued monthly and Kaogu Xuebao issued quar-
terly, as well as to edit Kaoguwue Jikan and Chinese Archaeological Monograph Series. The edition
and publication of books and periodicals of the Institute of Archaeology has reached a new level. Look-
ing back on the past, though once we have gone through the course of wind and rain as well as all
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kinds of hardships, we were bathed in the bright sunshine for most of the time. Those publications are
an embodiment of the Party and the government’s concern, of the full support of all levels’ leadership,
of the care and love of millions of readers and authors and the painstaking efforts of a few generations of
editorial staff. The Archaeologlcal Editorial Office has made & due contribution to the development of
Chinese archaeological cause.

Up to December 2000, Kaogu has published 399 issues, Kaogu Xuebao 139 issues, Kaogurue
Jikan 13 issues, and Chinese Archaeological Monograph Series 131 volumes. To celebrate the 50th an-
niversary of the founding of the Institute of Archaeology, CASS, to make convenient for the reading
public, with the permission of the Institute of Archaeology, The Index and Summary of a Series of
Publications Edited and Published by the Instiwte of Archaeology compiled by Archaeology Publications
comes to birth. Under the direction of Bai Yunxiang, head of the Archaeology Publications, all the
staff of the Archaeology Publications get involved. Among them, the Kaogu Editorial Department un-
dertakes the index of Kaogu. Liu Xun is in charge, Yang Hui, Li Xuelai, Miso Xia, Guo Xiaoctao
and others compile it jointly. The Kaogn Xuebao Editorial Department takes the index of Knogu Xue-
bao . Feng Shi is in charge, Tan Changsheng, Cao Nan and others edit it cooperatively. The Archaeo-
logical Monograph Editorial Department shoulders the index of Kaoguxue Jikan and the summary of
Chinese Archaeological Monograph Series. Zhang Jing is in charge, Gu Zhijie and Yang Yi have com-
piled and written them jointly. The Comprehensive Department takes the index of names of authors and
the current book’s publication, Yang Huanxin is in charge, Zhang Ziming and others do the work. In
the process of compilation and publication, we gain the utmost support from the Institute of Archaeolo-
gy. Mr.Li Miao has designed the book-cover, Ms.Cao Nan has translated the Preface into English,
Mr.Wang Renxdang gets in touch with the publishing house, Mr.Qu Xihua and Ms.Li Huiyi of the
Sichuan University Press have given full assistance. We should like to express our sincere acknowl-
edgements to all the related people for their generous and continuous support for our work.

It will be noted that according to different features of content and quantity of the various periodi-
cals, the compilation follows the principle of Datong Xiaoyi, which means much the same but with mi-
nor difference. For the reference, there is a brief introduction of the cunent periodical and explanation
of the compilation in front of each index. The summary of Chinese Archaeological Manograph Series is
arranged by category and publishing sequence.
