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Abstract

The 20" anniversary of independence was commemorated by Central Asian
countries where a variety of celebrations were held in 2011. Relevant organizations in
China arranged a series of symposia aimed at delving into the evolutionary tracks and
patterns of these nations over the past 20 years, and thus to formulate policy advices on
the method of further improving the relations between China and the young nations in
Central Asia.

Both social stability and economic development were generally actualized in Central
Asian countries in despite of fundamental changes in world political and economic
structure since 2011. All countries in this region have effectively eliminated the negative
impacts of Global Financial Crisis, European Sovereign-Debt Crisis and of the political
turbulence in Middle East and North Africa through the implementation of positive
countermeasures in the both complicated and volatile situation. Central Asian countries
are expected to maintain stability in 2012, though faced with both opportunities and
challenges amongst which the Three Extremist Forces serve the vital threat, while the
impact of political turbulence in Middle East and North Africa was limited, by contrast.
The main objectives for Central Asian countries remain the development of national
economy, the amelioration of standard of living, and the construction of harmonious
society.

Initally publicized, this report is composed of six chapters and an appendix
inclusive of General Report, Regional Focus, World Situation and Central Asia, Sino-
Central Asian Relations, Central Asia and the World, and Country Review. In-depth
analysis, as represented by the integration of both quantitative and qualitative
approaches, was conducted in our research process when relevant authors were
formulating their papers with respect to regional situation, hot topics, major issues, and
the background information from both macro-and micro-perspectives. Some chapters
included papers regarding the 20-year evolution since the independence of Central Asian
countries for our readers to comprehensively acquire knowledge about the panorama of
these countries, considering the inadequacy of domestic papers concerning Central Asian

countries.
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
