“This afternoon, one person dressed like a police officer entered the island and said he was
going to have control, and shortly afterwards he started the shooting. 1t’s very likely to think
that this has a connection with what has happened in central Oslo. People have been swimming
ashore and hiding, and that is a critical, chaotic situation right now.”

Police said later that they’d arrested one person in connection with the shootings. Earlier,
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an explosion in the centre of the Norwegian capital Oslo killed seven people and
injured a number of others. Police said the 525! was caused by a bomb, which
ripped through government buildings, including the prime minister’s office and
Norway’s biggest '2bloid newspaper, but they said the prime minister was safe.
Ingunn Andersen from the Norwegian broadcaster NRK was near the scene of the
blast.

But first in Britain members of parliament have issued a summons Sor the media tycoon
Rupert Murdoch and his son James to appear at Westminster to answer questions about the
News of the World phone hacking scandal. The decision was taken after the two men declined an
invitation to attend next week. It’s the first summons to be issued by a select committee for almost
20 years. The chief executive of News International Rebecca Brooks has confirmed that she will
attend. And earlier the Deputy Prime Minister Nick Clegg reinforced the demand by the Culture,
Media and Sport Select Committee for three of the key players to appear before MPs next week.

“My message to Rebecca Brooks, to the Murdochs is that just do the decent thing. You
can’t hide away from this level of public anguish, anger and indeed interest. When you’re in
that position of power you’re also accountable to the millions of people who consume your
newspapers, television channels. Make yourself available. If you got, you know, if you feel
you’ve been wronged, if you feel you’ve been maligned, if you feel that the facts have not been

properly set out, then come out and set the record straight. It’s a great opportunity to do that.”
