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Abstract

The research object of this dissertation is the private-run publishing industry,
particularly is the private-run publishing house which is representative of the former
emerged with the reform and open policy in China. This dissertation attempts to
explore the unique behavior pattern, the operation logic, the institutional
environment and the interaction with other interrelated social actors of the



private-run publishing house, and then discuss the relation of state and market
/society, the route, the possibility and the limit of the relevant institutional change
from the perspective of institutional change and organizational transformation in the
transformation age of China.
This dissertation consists of nine chapters, which is an introduction, main text,
conclusion and an appendix.

The first chapter is an introduction. It puts forward the problem and the
theoretical value of the private-run publishing house, then reviews the former
research, and proposes the research purposes, the research methods, the research
design, and the chapter structure.

The second chapter puts forward the theoretical analysis frame and the research
hypothesis. This analysis is operated on two mé.in levels: one is institution analysis
on the macroscopic level, one is the organization operation analysis on medium level
and microscopic level.

The main text of this dissertation starts from the third chapter to the eighth

chapter.
The third chapter discusses Chinese publishing institution and its change by
reviewing Chinese publishing industry (specially the private-run publishing house)
in one hundred year, as well as the state's publishing institutional change during the
age. Then the third chapter explores the macroscopic survival environment and the
institutional inheritance which the contemporary private-run publishing house is
rooted in.

The fourth chapter discusses the institutional environment of the Chinese
publishing industry in reform age, then explores the creating mechanism of the
private-run bookseller. The study reveals that change come from the effort of state
get rid of the planned economy and the attempt to process the institutional reform of
books releasing in the publishing industry.

The fifth chapter explores the unintended consequence of reform, and how the
private-run bookseller entered the publishing domain which state prohibit and what
is the operation mechanism of the private-run publishing house. Further, the chapter
discusses the interaction relations within the private-run publishing house, state, the



state-run publishing house, and other market benefit entity.

The sixth chapter discusses state which dominated regulations to the books
publishing industry, its nature, composition as well as many regulations methods.
The seventh chapter explores the gap between state regulations effort and the
regulations reality.

The eighth chapter discusses the organmizational operative strategy of the
private-run publishing house lately, analyzes how the private-run publishing house
operate according to the change of itself and the external institutional environment,
and how to drive the external environment's further change.

The ninth chapter is the conclusion. On the basis of the front chapters, the chapter
summarizes some research conclusions of this dissertation, then gives some
explanation to this article limitation and the future research direction.

This dissertation have a conclusion: as an unintended consequence, the
private-run publishing industry (house) formed in the process of Chinese market
change and society transforms is not only a newborn market economy organization,
but also a developing embodiment of civil society. Because of the gap of state’s
institutional arrangement, the private-run publishing industry (house) grow and
develop, by interacting with state, state-run house as well as other market benefit
entities, and by gaining market resource and legitimacy resource. Conversely, the
private-run publishing industry (house) drive more society transforms and
institutional changes instantly and in the future.
