Preface

Regional economics, also known as spatial economics, is a science which
stands in the point of region, through economics based theories and methods, in
order to study spatial law of human economic activities.

Since 1826, German classical economist J. H. Von Thiinen published “The
Isolated State ”
(1) 1826 —20C 40s, before Walter Isard period. (2) 20C 50 —80s, Walter

Isard period. (3) 20C 90s after Walter Isard period. In recent years, regional

, the development of regional economics has gone through

economics has undergone a rapid advanced and changed enormously in theoretical
and practical aspects.

If the traditional regional economics mainly study about natural endowments,
differences in economic activities and spatial distance, etc. modern regional eco-
nomics has been extended its research on equilibrium, disequilibrium develop-
ment, economic agglomerations, urban agglomeration, and the whole spatial sim-
ulation and so on. For example, study of complicated theories and methods in re-
gional economical development is carried out by means of biology, computer sci-
ence and systems science and based on cellular, muti — agent, ete. This is a case
of the content expansion of regional economics research, as well as a proof of the
enriched regional economics research methods.

Regional economics develops late in China and undergo three periods which
are introduction and application, formal establishment, cutting — edge innovation.
Specifically, (1) 20C 80s is the period of introduction and application of re-

gional economics in China. Characterized by emphasizing on unbalanced develop-
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ment at the macro, however, traditional productivity distribution theories and
methods continue to play a role. (2} 20C 90s is the period of formal establish-
ment of regional economics in China. Mainly incorporated the establishment of re-
gional economics related academic communities, and building up master and doc-
tor education of regional economics in a great many universities. (3) Since
2000, it is the period of forefront innovation of regional economics in China.
Studies began mostly about economic agglomeration, economic, social, resources
and environmental comprehensive, coordinated and sustainable spatial growth
management , regional “smart growth” , and new urbanization mainly of urban ag-
glomeration, etc. These studies promote the development of regional economics in
China to an extent.

The book is written under this background. The primitive purpose is for
those students who use it as a training book. In particular, students from agricul-
tural or forestry universities who have mastered some basic knowledge of regional
economics, agriculture or forest, can choose this book for further study of theories
of regional economics.

As we know, it is necessary for a student majoring in economics or manage-
ment in agricultural or forestry universities to learn something about basic eco-
nomic theories, as well as economic geography, resources division, productivity
distribution, regional resource hamness and utilization, which is bound to involve
regional economics leaming,

Regardless of how much you know about economic knowledge before, it is
indispensible to learn some knowledge of regional economics, like resource divi-
sion, regional resource harness and utilization, etc. The contents of this book are
written mostly under this learning purpose, and they can be interpreted as “appli-
cation of regional economic theories in agriculture and forest” . The contents are
as follows; Chapter I, spatial analysis of homogeneous and heterogeneous. Focus
on spatial objects of economics and regional economics. Chapter II, resource en-

dowments and economic space. Based on analysis of resource endowments and e-
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conomic space, mainly states problems of regional distribution of forest resource
and forest development in China. Chapter III, unbalanced development of region-
al economy. Study on the problem of unbalanced development of regional econo-
my, and analysis of disequilibrium development issues of regional forest in Chi-
na. Chapter IV, the relationship between regional distribution of resource and in-
dustrial development. Focus on issues of regional distribution disequilibrium of
forestry industry development and forest resource. Chapter V, analysis of regional
industrial structure. This is an important part of the book, which has intensive
study of regional industry related theories, choice of regional leading industry, as
well as rational distribution of regional industry and so on. Chapter VI, industrial
clustering. Focus on theories related with industrial clustering. Chapter VII, the
regional tourism economy. Focus on exploitation issues of regional tourism re-
source and further discuss about how to promote the development of regional
tourism economy. Chapter VIII, resource and environmental issues of regional
development. This is also an emphasis of the book about how to guarantee eco-
nomic, resource and environmental coordinated and sustainable development dur-
ing the process of regional economics. Chapter IX, regional policy. Focus on how
to make proper regional policies and discuss about security policies and measures
for regional economic development.

At first, according to the learning characteristics of undergraduate and post-
graduate, every chapter in this book will introduce some general theory about re-
gional economics, and then talk about the application of related theory in agricul-
ture and forestry, the emphasis of this book is to cultivate students’ ability to use
relevant theoretical knowledge to analyze and solve problems. In addition,
through learning the relevant theory makes students from “laymen” to “indoor
men” in regional economics. Second, in compiling process, it emphasizes on the
heterogeneous distribution of resources which leads to non - equilibrium of region-
al industrial development, and then resulis in the differences of regional economy

development. This is different from “resources endowment theory” which is the
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traditional economics, it emphasizes on how to use the heterogeneity of distribu-
tion to “self organize” , develop and use elements, do not “other organize” and
abuse elements. Also hope that in the process of the development of regional e-
conomy and resource utilization, we can better promote the coordinated, stable
and sustainable development of the regional economy, the society and environ-
ment.

In the process of compiling this textbook, some chapters refer to the “Re-
gional Economics”  ( Economic Science Press, 1999) which was written by
Shouyi Hao, Husen An, now express heartfelt thanks! In addition, in prepara-
tion, we get support and help from Weiming Song, the president of Beijing For-
estry University, Dean Wen YaLi, Chen Jiancheng and Professor Zhongqi Zhai,
Professor Yanfen Chen from the School of Economics and Management, Associate
Professor Aijun Yi, Guihong Yang, Lanhui Wang from the School of Economics
and Management and Dr. Feng Ye from the American Minnesota State University
also took part in writing some parts of this book, and express my heartfelt thanks!

As a textbook, this book attempts to rely on the principles of economic anal-
ysis and the open basic hypothesis of and definition to discuss the problems of re-
gional economy development. Hope the book will be helpful for China% regional
economic development, agriculture and forestry economic management, regional
division and planning, regional regulation, urban development and policy mak-
ing.
