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Abstract

“Annual Report on Development of Rule of Law in Shanghai (2012)” is a new
part of “Blue Book of Shanghai”. This report covers major areas and basic stages of
Shanghai’s construction of rule of law which include ruling city by law, local legislation,
law-based administration, juridical justice, supervision by the law, social management,
legal services, legal educations and other aspects. The Report reflects the achievements,
movements and trends of construction of rule of law in Shanghai through different scopes
and closely observes the hot issues and institutional innovations.

The general report summarizes the big progresses of Shanghai’s local construction of
rule of law, steady promotions of ruling city by law, good performances of local
legislation, continuing developments of law-based administration and notable successes of
juridical justice. While making every effort to ensure stable achievements in Shanghai,
the city has to learn the experience from other international metropolis and make
innovations in city managements and operations.

This book contains several special reports which contain the topics about evaluation
and post-use of Shanghai Expo’s interim administrative measures, measures and
experience of transparent judiciary in Shanghai’s courts, effective work of underage
criminal prosecution in Shanghai, lawyers participating in and discussing state affairs in
Shanghai and development of legal education in Shanghai.

The satisfaction evaluation surveys comprehensively utilize law and sociology
research methods and make questionnaire survey for 1784 citizens, 1875 lawyers and 575
legal professionals. The surveys indicate that the public feels highly satisfied with the
status of Shanghai’s rule of law construction and especially content with social
management, law-based administration, juridical justice and administrative convenience
for people. In the meantime, administrative law enforcement, supervision by the law
and public opinion are behind the public’s new requirements and expectations therefore
these aspects need to be perfect in the near future.

This book also faces the problem and shortage of Shanghai’s construction of rule of
law. It reflects and responses to Shanghai “11 - 15" Catastrophic Fire Disaster, the

“Steamed Roll” Affair and “Metro Rear-end Collision” .
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
