On the afternoon of September 27th, 2008, astronaut
Zhai Zhigang became the first Chinese man to walk in space
on Saturday,clambering (2£]&) out of China’s Shenzhou
VII space craft in a

technological feat ( i Bt )
that made the Chinese people
proud and excited.

“I’ m feeling quite
well. I greet the Chinese peo-
ple and the people all over
the world,” Zhai said as he
climbed out of the craft at around 16 :40 Beijing time, a his-
toric achievement telecast live on CCTV. Tens of millions of
Chinese viewers gathered before TV screens to watch the
moment.

Chinese President Hu Jintao and other top leaders had
appeared at the Beijing Aerospace Control Center to watch
the live transmission of Zhai’ s space walk.

Zhai 42 ,chosen by an expert team for the first “out-
of-capsule activity,” showed a red national flag, helped by
colleague Liu Boming,who also briefly popped his head out
of the capsule.

Zhai slowly made his way towards a test sample of solid
lubricant ({E¥&57]) outside the capsule,took a sample and
handed it to Liu.

Zhai safely returned inside the craft after about 20 mi-
nutes. The walk marked the highlight of China’s third man-
ned space journey, which has received widespread media
coverage.

Zhai wore a $4.4 million Chinese-made suit weighing
120kg. Liu wore a Russian-made one and acted as an assis-
tant.

The third crew member, Jing Haipeng, monitored the
ship from inside the re-entry module.

Those trains, which presented to the public on April
18th, served the Beijing-Harbin, Beijing-Shanghai and Bei-
jing-Guangzhou routes. The new streamlined train was made
of aluminum alloy (4584 ). The train body was the ligh-
test of its kind in the world. Such a design was for the sake
of energy economization. The train’ s power was 12. 7 kilo-
watts, lower than other high-speed trains, which were nor-
mally about 15 kilowatts.

The new train, which features a bar in the dining car
and double-faced LCD TV screens in the first-class cars,
was equipped with shock absorbers between carriages. As
the train is running at a high speed , the shock absorbers are
used to reduce shocking force and rocking of the train body.
A train with eight carriages could seat about 600 passen-
gers. They were expected to run on the 115km Beijing-Tian-
jin route starting from August before the Beijing Olympic
Games. It would reduce the journey time from the current 90
minutes to around 30 minutes.

The polling numbers seem to back up this opinion: 86
percent of Americans say they would vote for a qualified
woman. An impressive 93 percent say they would vote for a
black man if he seemed right for the job. These numbers are
much higher than they were just 20 years ago. They may
suggest that Americans are ready to be led By a different
type of person.
Still , there is a lot to overcome. Although women repre-
sent 51 percent of the American population, there are only
nine female governors out of 50. Out of 100 senators, only
16 are women. The numbers are significantly lower for
blacks in office.
Since the American Civil War, only two blacks have
been elected governor and only three have been elected to
the Senate,
Surely both candidates face diffi- §
cult odds, but never before has there

been so much support for either a fe- §
male or a black candidate. ,

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WENCHUAN, China—China stood still and sirens
wailed Monday to mourn the country’s tens of thousands of
earthquake victims, as the search for survivors increasingly
became a search for bodies.

Construction workers, shopkeepers and bureaucrats
across the bustling nation of 1. 3 billion people paused for
three minutes at 2:28 p. m. on May 19th—exactly one week
after the magnitude :
8. 0 quake hit south-
west China. Air-raid

sirens and the horns &
of cars and buses
sounded in memory
of the estimated 50,
000 dead.

During three days of national mourning ordered by the
government , flags were to fly at half-mast and public enter-
tainment was canceled—an unprecedented ( 57 JG Bif /5 #) )
outpouring of state sympathy on a level normally reserved
for dead leaders.

A convoy ( #71% ) of police cars,ambulances and other
rescue vehicles drove off a long blast from their horns as the
workers in orange jumpsuits stood quietly with eyes down-
cast,some removing their white hardhats.

In Beijing’ s Tian’ anmen Square , thousands of people
bowed their heads and then began shouting®Long Live Chi-
na!” and thrusting their fists in the air. Traffic on the cap-
ital’ s highways and roads stopped. Some drivers got out of
their cars while others blared their horns.

Chinese President Hu Jintao and other top Communist
Party leaders were shown on state TV bowing down deeply
heads, white flowers pinned to their dark suits. Hu had
spent three days touring the worst-hit areas of Sichuan.

The government order for the mourning period said all
Internet entertainment and game sites had to be taken off-
line and media reports said numerous bars, nightclubs,
karaoke parlors and movie theaters had shut down beginning
at midnight in major cities such as Beijing, Shenyang and
Changsha.

China’ s National Grand Theater would cancel or post-
pone all performances during the three days, newspapers
across China. printed their logos in black and some ran en-
