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Introduction

Concept

Following the concept of Experiential Learning, the textbook is designed to be learners-centered,
namely, exploring the motive of learners, attaching importance to their independent learning and
providing them with opportunities to fully develop their potential. Through the modules, the textbook
is intended to encourage learners to experience what they learn, practice writing and using strokes,
characters, phrases and sentences, and acquire characters in the completion of tasks and exercises.

Meanwhile, according to the concept of Experiential Learning, the textbook also follows the
integrated process of gradual and circular learning and the natural acquisition process from strokes
to components and to characters. In the exercises and texts, reappearance and echoing are achieved
to render learning a process for learners to review acquired knowledge and explore new knowledge,
maximize their participation and independence, and bring them the joy of Chinese characters and using
them in the whole process.

In addition, interaction and cooperation are highlighted in the exercises according to Experiential
Learning. Real materials are chosen to create a real-life linguistic context for leamers to acquire Chinese characters.

Experiencing Chinese Characters is presented with one volume each of Beginning and Advanced.
This Beginning textbook is designed for beginning learners outside the circle of Chinese culture.
Characteristics

1. Division of reading and writing. The adopted learning mode is to separate the requirement
of reading and writing, thus easing the difficulty for beginners and building up their confidence.
Considering the progress of beginning learners and according to the complexity of strokes and
components, different requirements are suggested for different characters in the textbook, namely,
writing common characters with a small number of strokes and simple structures and reading those with
a large number of strokes and complicated structures at the same time.

2. Gradual progress. The rule of gradual learning progress is followed in the book, from strokes
to radicals and then to characters with the escalating complexity. Character teaching and word teaching
are integrated in the textbook to highlight the characteristics of word formation and words are put into
sentences for writing and reading practices so that strokes go with characters, characters with words, and
words with sentences.

3. Practicality. The actual need of beginning learners of Chinese is taken into account, the current
main-stream Chinese textbooks for beginners have been referred to, and characters and words are chosen
according to the number of strokes, capacity of word formation, and use frequency. The characters
and words chosen in the book are all included in The List of Common 800 Characters and The List of

1500 Frequently Used Chinese Words. Meanwhile, some easy-to-remember names are created for some
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radicals to replace their usual names in order to lessen the burden on the memory of learners, such as
changzitou (%K) replacing dangzitou (3&F-3k) and zaizitou (TE5-5%) created.

4. Succession and innovation. While following some effective traditional teaching methods such
as writing after examples and writing characters according to pinyin, the book is innovative in the
application of the concepts of Experiential Learning and Task-based Learning. Various novel forms of
practice, such as pair work, typing practice and “Chinese Characters On the Street”, are designed to dispel
the monotony of textbook exercises and the boredom of classroom teaching, help enhance learners’ interest,

eliminate their anxiety, ease the learning process and improve the teaching efficiency in class.
5. Reocurrence. As teaching and learning proceed, learners are required to acquire writing of the

characters required to read earlier so that improve their memorization efficiency and Chinese proficiency.

Content

Through this textbook, learners will acquire basic strokes and radicals of Chinese characters, learn
to write 386 characters, and read 800 words composed of these characters. In the meantime, learners can
know the basic knowledge of characters and acquire the proper writing methods.

The textbook contains 15 lessons, attached with answers to exercises. Each lesson includes five
modules, namely, Objectives, Knowledge of Chinese Characters, Writing, Identifying and Reading, and
Comprehensive Module. 3

1. Objectives Module: in this module, what will be learned is listed in order to help learners to
make clear what they will study and what they are required to acquire.

2. Knowledge of Chinese Characters Module: in this module, some practical basic knowledge
of Chinese characters is introduced to assist learners to understand and acquire what they are going to
learn.

3. Writing Module: this module includes Learn to Write Strokes/ Learn to Write Radicals, Learn
to Write Characters and Writing Practice. It is the key part of this textbook. Among them, Writing
Practice provides an opportunity for learners to practice immediately after learning so that they can truly
acquire the proper way of character writing.

4. Identifying and Reading Module: through word, sentence and passage reading in form of pair
work and reading exercises, the module is designed to help the learners to acquire the sounds, shapes
and meanings of Chinese characters and integrate character learning and Chinese learning.

5. Comprehensive Module: this module includes two parts integrating reading and writing,
namely Comprehensive Exercises and After-class Assignments. The latter is composed of Typing
Practice and Chinese Characters on the Street, where Chinese learning is effectively integrated into real
life to improve the language use.
