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Abstract

The United States and its external environment have undergoing in depth changes
since 2011 with ever-deepening financial crisis. These changes, including the turmoil in
West Asia and North Africa, the devastating earthquake in Japan, the killing of Osama
Bin Laden, the European debt crisis, surging protests in western countries, such as the
Occupying Wall Street Movement, and confrontations and competitions among big
powers, have without any doubt affected the orientations of both US domestic and
foreign policies. The Obama administration has been implementing the so-called smart
power foreign policy adopted upon he took office to cope with the current worldwide
changes. Firstly, taking the advantage of the death of Laden, the Obama administration
accelerated its process to relive the burden of the anti-terrorist war by withdrawing from
the Iraq, which signaled the conclusion of the nine-year prolonged Iraq War.
However, the administration has been plagued by whether or not the future of the
reconstruction of Iraq as well as the situation of Afghanistan and Pakistan would develop
as what the U. S. expects. Secondly, with an attitude of “limited intervention” and
active cooperation, the U. S. served more like “a leader from behind” as the European
countries were led by France in the west Asian and northern African turbulence. It
apparently tried to maintain its presence and influence in every comer of the globe while
avoid of unnecessary cost of international intervention. Unfortunately, the development
of Arab world would probably not be in line with what the United States had desired. It
is still far from its will that the U. S. could greatly decrease its strategic input in the
Middle East but achieve “a magnificent about-face”. Thirdly, the United States in high
pitch raised the banner of the American’s “Pacific Century” in the Asia-Pacific Region.
It clearly regards the Asia-Pacific as the “pivot” of American world strategy by proposing
a grand blueprint of “Cross-Pacific System”. Many measures of it are obviously pointed
to China. A more competitive China-US relationship and its management present a big
question for both countries. Domestically, the most prominent economic problem is
employment. The worst harm done to the economy does not come from the economy
itself but from Woashington itself. The US political arena has been a place of intense
power struggle. Not only the Congress but the White House has accomplished nothing.



Quarrels and strives between the Republicans and Democrats saw no end throughout the
year for narrow partisan interests. The Congress has not approved any legislation that
could effectively solve the social and economic problems with the exception of the
payroll tax cut extension bill at the end of this year. The White House with a weak
President Obama has not been capable of dealing with crisis. A most notable case was
the debt ceiling negotiation, in which the Democrats would not cut the welfare while
the Republicans refused to increase taxes. A dilemma thus occurred. There is no winner
in political wrangle which resulted in a single-digit support rate for Congressmen by the
ordinary American people, a historical low for Obama and a critical point of the
Americans’ discontent. The Occupying Wall Street Movement across the States, a
campaign of 99% of people against the rest of 1% , just reflected the overall discontent
of the American people over the current situation of the society. 2012 is the election
year. This poses a great challenge of reelection for Obama, who won a historic election
last time with the slogan of “Change” against the backdrop of the financial crisis. The
American politics will come across a new round of reshuffle. The slow recovery of its
economy, social polarization, public disapproval, relative decline of its global leadership
serve as serious challenges for President Obama. And his reelection hinges on whether

he would be able to effectively revive the economy and increase employment.
