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Editor’s Notes

1.Under the leadership of governments at all levels, through the painstaking efforts
of about 10 million census workers and the active participation of 1.3 billion people of all
nationalities, the enumeration work of the 6" national population census has been successfully
completed. This publication containing major figures from the preliminary tabulation is
published to meet the needs of governments, departments and the general public.

2.This publication is composed of 4 parts. Part One consists of charts and tables
representing key results of population censuses since 1949. Part Two contains 16 tables
illustrating major figures, by province, on various distributions and compositions of the
population. Part [II contains Communiqué of the National Bureau of Statistics of the People's
Republic of China on Major Figures of the 2010 Population Census (No. 1), Communiqué of
the National Bureau of Statistics of the People's Republic of China on Major Figures of the
2010 Population Census (No. 2), Major Figures on Residents from Hong Kong, Macao and
Taiwan and Foreigners Covered by 2010 Population Census. Part Three is appendix.

3. Following explanation are given to facilitate the use of this publication.

3.1 The population census covers all natural persons residing in the territory of the
People's Republic of China and the Chinese citizens residing outside but not permanently
settled down in locations beyond the territory of the People’s Republic of China at the
census reference time, excluding residents of Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan and foreigners
temporarily staying in the territory of the People’s Republic of China. Territory here refers to
the territory of the customs.

3.2 The reference time for the census was zero hour on November 1, 2010. Data for the
2010 population census referred to the permanent population at the reference time.

3.3 The post-enumeration survey conducted after the census enumeration indicated a
0.12% undercount of the total population.

3.4 Unless otherwise specified, the national total population in this publication refers

to the population of 31 provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities under the central



government and of the servicemen, as well as 4.65 million persons with permanent residence
difficult to define,while the figures by province do not include servicemen, nor the 4.65
million persons with permanent residence difficult to define .

3.5 Statistical discrepancies on totals and relative figures due to rounding are not adjusted
in the publication.

4. This publication contains the initial results from the 2010 population census. More
detailed results will be published when data processing is completed.

We sincerely look forward to comments and suggestions from our readers to improve the

publication.
