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Summary

Book of changes of Jing's interpretation (Jing I ) was popular-
ized in the period of East-Han and faded out gradually till San-Kou
dynasty. Therefore, Lu-Je re-explained its book. The scholars later on
were unable to consult trigram oracles again. While studied it's the
whole and found two reasons which consisting of twenty four kinds
of festival energy built up and the methods of calculation loss. So, the
scholars after East-Han, their research got a minor factor. Mr. Tsao-
Jing-Yu of Sung dynasty studied it for thirty four years and got the
rough idea merely. Mr. Tsao-Gung-Wu read and studied a lots of an-
cient Chinese Books, however he got the achievement less than Jing-
Yu Tsao.

In the meantime, we have to analyze its original and character
which had more than 80 sentences to be amended, then this Book
could be studied correctly. A lots of Lu's interpretation were wrong
which lead to peoples' misunderstanding. For example, he said that 2
4 or 36 Festival-Energy to be starting the position 24 or 36 of calcul-
ation. These errors could not be settled for 1800 years. My research
was different. Accurately, Mr. Jing divided 24 or 36 Festival-Energy
into trigrams. We found out that if festival-energy all full of comple-

ting. To be used 36 kinds of festival-energy. If not, to be used 24 kinds
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of festival-energy. According to Jing, he distinguished Book of
changes to eight palaces consisting of sixty four trigrams, filled into,
daily, month, five kinds of energy, Ying-yarng energy, twenty four
festival-energy and came back the proper position. Then people easily
understand it. Since it was over one thousand years more, the scholars
can not undersMnding the festival-energy properly.

The calculation of Jing's method must be started from the end of
time of festival-energy. Basically each trigram recalculated six mon-
ths and its five kinds of energy (the states motion). Jing I, Part III
stated that some of fes tival-energy could be the same usage and ex-
change each other. Therefore, twenty four kinds festival-energy con-
tinnously and finally form. Generally speaking, each trigram follow-
ing its rules to be concluded 12 months, but one year consists of 365
and one quarter days, but Mr. Jing follow up his professor, that is, Jing
I composed the rest of 5 and one quarter days into Kan, Zhen, Li, Dui
, then it can be convered the completely whole year.

In order to get forth-coming fortune, Mr. Jing established the
new logical system which is used to select the ourrent hexagram
trying to trace another three hexagram and combine a new trigram. It
expressed the passed situation. So the people asked for fortune who
will be excited. If we compare to the other scholar of select-daily. Its
value should be double. East-Han was a weak dynasty, but Jing I was

so much popular among the people. The fact could be approved. How-
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ever, Jing's opinion was according to Book of changes. In Chinese an-
cient book such as Jao-Tzang, Kao-Yu, it had the changes of hexag-
rams, even Confucian said that “Qian change to Ming-Yi trigram”
which expressed the forth-coming fortune, while we read the. Books
and have to realize the truth, then you could be give up worn-out and
come to accept the truth. The civilization of human can be growing
over hundred generations strongly and continually.

Mr. Jing conduct five planets: Mercury, Mars, Jupiter, Venus,
Saturn into sixty four trigrams which expressed the good or bad for-
tune of nation and he conducted twenty eight fixed stars into the mov-
ing Hexagram which expressed the officers'fortune of the government
. In Chinese ancient astronamers such as Wu-Cine's, Kan's, Shih's,
and Hung's interpretation to be accepted. Due to Star-book lost, we
have to select the interpretation of Kai-Yuan-Tzan-Jing of Tarng
Dynasty. While I have no any contribution to Chinese culture and my
age is getting to sixty. Pondering Jing' means, my research is differnt
from previous scholars' opinion. We try to find out the resource of
Jing I's principle. Yin-Yarmg energy of rising up or fading out, five
kinds of energy of mutually reinforce or neutralize. Lu-Je interpreta-
tion to be modified and Hsu-Ang interpretation should be revised.
Even the officers of four halls of library modified seven sentences,
three of them are incorrect. I have no ability to re-create the book of

Jing- I, but let it has new life accordingly.
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
