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Asone of the four major gardens in the Qing Dynasty of Gua-
ngdong, Qinghui Garden, and AAAA national rank tourism spot,
the Qinghui Garden, situated in the downtown area of Shunde,
has been listed as cultural relics of provincial importance.

The Garden used to be the mansion house of Huang Shijun, a
Zhuangyuan (No. 1 Scholar in the highest imperial examination)
in the Ming Dynasty, and was later purchased by Long Yingshi, a
Jinshi (a successful candidate in the highest imperial examinati-
on) in the Qing Dynasty. [tis with the detailed and careful const-
ruction of generations of the Long family that the Qinghui Gard-
en assumed, roughly though, its present layout.
