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Abstract

As one of the series of the Guangzhou Blue Book which was listed in the China
Series Books published by the Social Science Academic Press, Analysis and Forecast of
Social Situation of Guangzhou in China (2012) is jointly compiled by the Publicty
Department of the CPC Guangzhou Municipal Committee and Guangzhou University and
published openly in China. This is the Sth year that the report has been successively
published. The report is composed of the following eight parts, including General
Report, Social Management, Community Construction , Social Security, Talent and
Employment, Social Opinion and Sentiment, Social Order, Research on migrant
workers. It is a very important reference book for researchers, government employees
and the public to understand the situation of social development of Guangzhou.

The reports point out that in the year of 2011 Guangzhou focused on its general
goal of quickening the construction towards a National Central City with the theme of
“accelerating its economic transformation and upgrade, building a Happy Guangzhou” ,
and dealing with the crisis calmly and promoting the economic development vigorously,
and showcase the development trend of steady economic growth, gradual stabilized
prices and improved people$ livelihood and achieve a good start of economic and social
development in the “12th Five year” period. In economic development terms,
Guangzhou had overcome a number of adverse effects at home and abroad, the growth
rate was slower than that of last year, but still faster than the nation and the province. In
urban development terns, Guangzhou had continue deepened the urban management
system reform, and the urban environment had improved significantly, urban civilization
level had been promoted further, and Guangzhou was finally awarded for the title of the
National Civilization City (NCC). In livelihood terms, the level of public services
equalization had been improved, the employment situation continues to be stable, -and
the social security system grew more sophisticated. In social management terms, the
social service and social management system in sub-district improved, the reform on the
admiinistration of social organizations had made significant breakthrough, which actively
improved the level of social service and transparent governance.

Looking into 2012, Guangzhou will continue to strive for greater and faster



economic growth, accelerate the grass-roots social service management system
innovation in urban and rural area aiming at “urban and rural happiness community”,
and promote the pace of the coverage of basic public services to the rural population and
the non-permanent resident population, and further promote the presidents” sense of

happiness and social harmony.
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
