Editor's Notes: On 14th February, Professor Wu Liangyong, the academician of the Chinese Academy of
Sciences and the Chinese Academy of Engineering, was awarded the 2011 State Science and Technology
Top Award. On 28th February, Chinese architect Wang Shu won the Pritzker Prize, the Nobel equivalent
for architecture. The hot issue that Academician Wu Liangyong and Professor Wang Shu won big prizes at
the same time is of representative significance, for which we arrange these four feature articles as follows:
the first one is the full text of the speech given by Shan Jixiang, President of the Palace Museum, at the
Report Meeting of Wu Liangyong’s Advanced Achievements on 1st March 2012; the second is a letter
that Wu Liangyong wrote to young architects, a written speech that Mr. Wu sent to the Seminar of China’s
Architectural Creation held from 16th to 17th March 2012 by the Architectural Society of China; the third
is the comments from the juries of Pritzker Prize; the fourth is titled as 7alk: Prize-winning Success of Wu
Liangyong and Wang Shu which collects various viewpoints on the issue from dozens of domestic and foreign
experts, netizens and press media. In addition, on 12th and 19th March Architects Crang & Boake Inc.
