What do you think people can do to get better

understanding of the countries they visit?

3. Many people believe the fact that today there is a general increase in anti-social behavior and

lack of respect for others. What might have caused this situation? How to improve it?

4. Some people believe that the charity organizations should give aid to those in greatest need,
wherever they live. Some people believe that the charity organizations would better concentrate
on helping people who live in their own country instead. Discuss both views and give your

opinion.
