In the first intro-
duction, speakers use longer sentences, titles (Dr., Mr.), and formal words and
phrases like “I’d like to introduce you to ... ”, “How do you do?” and “It’s a pleas-
ure to meet you.” From these we can see that the relationship between the speakers
in the first introduction is a formal one. The next two introductions, which are
mote informal, used reduced words and sentences and simpler language. “It’s nice
to meet you.” becomes “Nice to meet you.” “How are you doing?” becomes “How
ya doing?” The third dialogue is the most informal.

A very informal introduction does not use titles or last names.
