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Abstract

This is a companion volume of 4 Research on the
Uncollected Ci Poems of Kuang Zhouyi by Cheng Wai Ming,
Peter, which was to compile the uncollected Ci poems of
Kuang Zhouyi (1861-1926), providing analytic annotations on
the composing / publishing time of these works as well as the
historical stories behind (See HKU Jao Tsung-I Petite Ecole

Occasional Papers, No. 9). This particular essay goes further
with a retrospect of the previous attempts at collecting these
scattered pieces, where neither the compiling efforts nor the
supporting ideas were perfected. The necessity of a clarification
on the concept of “collected/ uncollected works” was hence
elucidated, and the definition of “Uncollected Ci Poems of Kuang
Zhouyi” was consequently proposed. The author also conducts
a preliminary research on his own findings of the uncollected
Ci Poems of Kuang, where they are classified, analyzed and
discussed. He therefore argues that such Ci poems are more than
the unfavored works of Kuang, but invaluable sources for the
research on the poet in understanding his late works of Ci poetry,
his Ci writings of miscellaneous forms as well as his ideas of Ci
poetics.
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
