INTRODUCTION

This textbook is, indeed, “A Breakthrough in the Method of Learning English.”
The author’s innovative and creative approach to teaching the spelling and pro-
nunciation of English words simplifies the process and makes as easy as pos-
sible the development of these skills for this often-inconsistent language.The
author first explains the basic vowel sounds in the English language:“long”
vowel sounds shown by one vowel letter or two vowel letters, the short vowel
sound, the “vowel + r” sound, special vowel combinations (aw/au; oy/oi; ou/
ow), and the effect on vowel pronunciation of consonants which follow them.
Empbhasizing that the spelling of English words most often reveals their
pronunciation, she explains the importance of the final vowel in a stressed syl-
lable and the function of the silent \e\at the end of a word.

Each of the words listed in this book falls under its pronunciation and spelling
‘category, with lists of words which rhyme, having the same vowel sounds.
Moreover, the author has also indicated which of the vocabulary items are more
or less frequently used.

Native English speakers know that there are many exceptions to spelling and
pronunciation in their language. The author has performed a service in de-
scribing the most important and frequently used words in a way that a student
can feel a sense of mastery early in the process of learning English.

This is a helpful book for learning the spelling and pronunciation of English
words and expanding vocabulary, and I am pleased to recommend it to Chi-
nese learners of the language.

I have been privileged to be of some small assistance in commenting on the

drafts of this interesting and worthwhile project.
