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Abstract

As a young member of the series of Guangzhou Blue Books, the Annual Report on
Guangzhow’s Rural Development (2012) is the third one of this year. It is produced under
the situation that Guangzhou is reinforcing the coordinated development of both the
countryside and the urban, quickening the formation of the integration of development
of the countryside and the urban areas of Guangzhou.

policies and systems, concrete gaps and advantages of development of thesan nong
( countryside, peasant and agriculture ) of Guangzhou and that of advanced cities home
are revealed.

Development of modern agricultural districts,
construction of beautiful countryside, reinforcement of the vegetable production and
device-aided agriculture of Guangzhou and the protection of local culture of Guangzhou
are all heated issues in the work of the countryside in recent years as well as the main
content of the promotion of changing of agricultural production pattern of
Guangzhou.
