Teaching Steps

Step 1: Warming Up

1. Students (Ss) are supposed to have listened to the song Beautiful Boy before class. Now ask them
to do After Listening exercises. .
2. Have Ss look at the title of Text A and find out in which paragraph a similar phrase appears

(Para. 5). They should then explain in their own words what the author means by “write for
myself.”

Step 2: Global Analysis of Text A

1. Organization of the text: The story develops basically in chronological sequence. The teacher
(T) may have Ss scan Text A and find out all the time words, phrases and clauses (since my
childhood in Belleville, until my third year in high school, late in the year, until the night before the essay
was due, when I finished, next morning, two days passed, when I saw him lift my paper from his desk,
when Mr. Fleagle finished, etc.).

2. Dividing the text into parts: Ask Ss to do Text Organization exercise p.9.

Step 3: Language/Culture Study and Practice

1. Explain language points and have Ss practice them.

2. In the meantime ask Ss to do some of the Vocabulary exercises, and the text-related and the
theme-related Cloze exercises.

3. Call Ss’ attention to the use of repetition and selection of details in the narration (see Text
Analysis).

4. Draw Ss’ attention to the synonymous words or phrases in the text (see Text Analysis).

5. Discuss with Ss the cultural background related to the story.

Step 4: Check on Homework

1. Check if Ss have done in their spare time the rest of the exercises on Text A and discuss with
them common errors that crop up in their homework.
2. Check on Ss” home reading (Text B).

Step 5: Further Study and Practice

1. Have Ss do in class Part IV: Comprehensive Language Practice.
2. Ask Ss to prepare the next unit:

1) do the listening task;

2) preview Text A.
