The movie is based on an autobiographical story entitled 7#e Pursuit of
Happiness by Chris Gardner. Born February 9, 1954 in Milwaukee, Wisconsin,
Gardner never knew his father. He lived with his mother, Bettye Jean
Gardner, whom he adored, and, when necessary, in foster homes. Despite a
life of hardship and emotional scarring, his mother provided him with strong
